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SUMMARY

K.A,Baiko, The Arabic Historical Literature in Egypt (9th-10th Cen-
turies ). This book .is a second part of a study of the Islamic historical tradi-
tion in Egypt which appears in the series entitled, ¢ *The Arahic Historical
‘Literature of the Early Middle Ages (the 7th and the First Half of the 11th
‘Century”’, Books published in this series earlier are: K,A. Baiko, The Arabic
Historical Literature in Spain (the 8th and the First Third of the 11th Centu-
ry), Moscow, 1977; S.M, Prozorov, The Arabic Historical Literature in Irag,
Iran and Central Asia in the 7th and the Mid-10th Century: the Shiite Historio=
graphy. Moscow, 1980; Boiko, The Arabic Historical Literature in Egypt (the
7th and the 9th Centuries). Moscow, 1983,

The treatment and arrangement of the material in this book conform with
the pattern accepted for the entire series, The introductory article is fol-
lowed by bio- and bibliographic essayes, and an appendix which includes the
list of abbreviations, literature and indices,

In the 9th century, Egypt was succeptible to the general laws of socio-
political development of the Caliphate. The increased separatist sentiment
won this country a regional autonomy and established in this territory the .in-
dependent ruling dynasties of the Tulunids and Ikhshidids,

Shifts in the socio-political relations were followed by qualitative change
in the Egyptian historiography. The writings pervaded by the ideas of the rule
of providence gave way to the circular writing, including the ‘stories of the
dynasties, which described the life of the new rulers (sira). They were ad-
dressed to the ruling elite and reflected a pragmatic view of history, The ty-
pical official historiographers of that time were the writers of dynastic chro-
nicles Ahmad b, Yisuf Ibn al-Daya and ‘ Abd Allah b, Muhammad al-Balawi.,

As before, there was a great interest in the pre-Muslim history of Egypt,
Futuk Misr by the 9thscentury writer Ibn * Abd al-Hakam included virtually
the entire traditions on the Egyptian early history, It is remarkable that they
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are based on the Coptic substratum, It is said that Tbn ‘ Abd al-Hakam was the
first writer who included .into his book the ‘stories of * ¢ the merits of Egypt”’
(fada’il Misr). Since that time, they became a part of the Egyptian Muslim tra-
dition and later, in the 10th century, evolved into a special genre of historical
literature, Their éulogical content became a specific form of self-expression
among the Muslims of Egypt,

In addition to fada’il, another specifically local genre called khitat (set-
tlements or quarters) emerged .in Egypt. Works in this genre described the set-
tlements of the Arabic tribes (mainly in Fustat) after the conquest, It was

were a number of writings which recaptured the events of the early (Islam,

This was paralleled by the development of biography, which was another
traditional school of historiography, This was done by the fakths and the mu-
haddiths, who created works dealing with individual persons as well as big

compendiums such as Ta’rikk al-misriyin by Abu Sa‘id Tbn Ydnus (10th c,),

which was then the most complete collection of biographical data on the famous

Egyptians, Its author collected not only the facts about the local population
but also about the Muslims from other regions who had visited Egypt, The
arrangement of this work was also new for its time: names were arranged in
alphabetical order and biographies under each letter made separate chapters,
‘In that century, works also appeared which classified biographies into certain
'social categories and professions,

A number of Christians who spoke Arabic also made their contribution
into the historiography of Egypt, Thus, Yusuf b, (Ibrahim Ibn al-Daya compiled
collections about doctors and astrologers on the basis of writings of anti-
quity, Futyches (also known by his Arabic name of Sa*id b, al-Batriq), made
use of ancient writings and ‘Greek chronologies to. write the universal history
in which he described the history of the Eastern Christian Church,

The Egyptian Muslim historical tradition experienced a continued in-

fluence of the great heritage of antiquity, and re-evaluated the data on the be-

liefs, customs and rituals of the early peoples, An illustration to this is of«
fered by the works by Tbn Qudaid, which provide us a possibility to disclose
the 'sources of early Muslim traditions on the ancient Egypt (the Egyptian ver-
‘sion of the Flood), The influence of Manetho (4th century BiC.),the author of
the history of Egypt written .in ‘Greek can also be traced in the Egyptian Mus-
lim legend.

The bio-bibliographic essays show that the development of the Egyptian
historiography proceeded in the wake of the process occurring throughout the
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‘Caliphate and also was influenced by the local factors, Change in the po-
litical ‘situation in the 'second half of the 9th century, described in the in-
troductory article, had a dramatic influence on the Egyptian historiography:
'self-consciousness of the Egyptian Muslims found its way into dynasty chro-
nicles and biographic collections on famous Egyptians,
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
