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SUMMARY

This edition contains an updated edition of the author’s articles on the state admin-
istration, palace and temple economy, freedom and slavery, private business activities,
ethnic and cultural contacts, social institutions, agrarian relations, monetary systems
and peculiarities characteristic of the ancient religions in Mesopotamia and Iran. The
book embraces the time of the collapse of the Assyrian empire, the creation of the
Neo-Babylonian kingdom and the expansion of the enormous Achaemenid state where
Mesopotamia was a central province.

Most of the articles presented here were published in the second half of the last
century in Russian and Western journals. The articles published solely in the West are
given in Russian translation. As a rule, works in the field of Assyriology become ob-
solete within short periods of time owing to the rapid development of cuneiform
studies and regular publications of massive documentary materials of various genres.
For this reason only those articles which, according to the author’s opinion, still con-
tinue to be valid today are presented here. Many of them are given in an abbreviated
form without transliterations of cuneiform texts. Besides, bearing in mind the contem-
porary condition of Assyriological and Iranian studies, some references are replaced
by recent publications. The volume is intended for the specialists in cuneiform studies
as well as for the general readers who are interested in history and civilizations of
Ancient Iran and Mesopotamia.
