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INTRODUCTION

The Mongolian folklore is an important source for studiing
of culture of Mongolian peoples and the history of Mongolian
studies. It is precisely folklore of all kinds of Mongolian creative
activities that is a particular national phenomenon which ab-
sorbed ancient musical, poetical and cultural traditions of
Mongolian people. The folklore contains the whole diversity of
moral views of the people and there is no other place where the
language picture of the world manifests itself more obviously.
There you can find the real masterpieces of art and its ingenu-
ous simplicity is original and fascinating. But being connected
with the imaginative perception of the world that is to say with
the most difficult oecumenic structures the folklore is not fully
understood by European investigators.

The active collecting of folklore in Russia began in the
middle of 19th century, when the Oriental branch of Russian
Geographical Society was founded in 1851. From the very be-
ginning it payed great attention to the collecting of ethno-
graphic, religious and artistic works of different peoples. From
that time St. Petersburg became the centre of oriental studies in
Russia and the best scientists gathered here. In 1854—1855 the
Oriental division was opened in St. Petersburg university where
the specialists in Mongolian culture and history were prepared.
At the same time the great number of ethno-linguistic expe-
ditions were carried out which allowed to collect the enormous
material on different dialects of Mongolian peoples. In the be-
ginning of the 20th century the Mongolian studies in St. Pe-
tersburg were held in the Museum of anthropology and eth-
nography, in the Radlov Group at the Museum of anthropology
and ethnography, in the Ethnographic division of Russian
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Museum, in the Institute of Buddhistic culture and in the
Leningrad Institute of living oriental languages.

As a result of all this a great number of archives materials
including Mongolian, Buryat and Kalmyk folklore concentrated
in St. Petersburg, the largest repositories of which became the
St. Petersburg branch of Academicians’ Archives, the archives
of Kozlov’s Memorial Museum, the archives of Geographical
Society, the archives of the Institute of Russian Literature
(Pushkinsky Dom), the archives of the Museum of anthropolo-
gy and ethnology named after Peter the Great, the archives of
Russian Ethnographic Museum and the Central State Archives
of History. The most part of folklore materials is collected in
the Orientalists’ Archives as it developed the best traditions of
Russian mongolian studies and concentrated under it’s roof the
best scientists who were engaged especially in Mongolian
folklore.

Already the first Mongolian materials of Asian Museum re-
ceived from the Library of the Academy of Sciences contained
notes concerning folklore of Selengin Buryats!. They were col-
lected by Sibirian expedition of D. G. Messerschmidt (1720—
1724) and by Baikal expeditions of G. F. Miller (1735—1741)
and Pallas (in the 70-es of the 18th century).

The archives contain folklore collections of Buryat scientists
of the beginning of the 20th century (Ts. Zhamtsarano, B. Ba-
radyin, N. Ochirov) that enriched the Mongolian studies in Rus-
sia. These materials came into the Asian Museum from Russian
Committee for investigations of Middle and Eastern Asia during
the directorship of K. G. Zaleman who held this post during
nearly thirty years. The number of funds was formed from the
materials presented by the relatives of the scientists A. V. Burdu-
kov, N. P. Shastina, B. I. Pankratov and B. Ya. Vladimirtsov. In
1949—1953 the person?] funds of the members of the Academy
of Sciences and partly the funds of corresponding members
were handed over to the Archives of the Academy of Sciences.
Among them there were the funds of B. Ya. Vladimirtsov (f. 82).
Together with the materials received from the daughter of
B. Ya. Vladimirtsov L. B. Vladimirtsova in 1965 they formed
the fund Ne 780 (item 171) in the Archives of the Academy of
Sciences (at present the Academicians’ Archives). The materials
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of V. L. Kotvich (f. 31) were united with the materials received
from I. J. Krachkovsky and from Karaite Museum in Vilnius
and now they form the fund Ne 761 (67 items) of the Academi-
cians’ Archives. Radlov archives (f. 45) united with the materi-
als of A. I. Tolmachev received in 1936 form the fund Ne 177
(494 items). The copies of Kovalevsky’s travel notes made by
him during his expedition to Kyahta and Peking in 1820—1832
(f. 2, list 1) and the materials of Ya. I. Schmidt (f. 785) are also
transfered there. At the present time the Orientalists’ Archives
after repeated transformations and reorganizations the largest of
which took place in 19332 when they were united with the di-
vision of manuscripts and in 19373 when they were again di-
vided consist of 151 personal funds, 29 thematic funds (called
divisions) and of photoarchives which are still not sorted out.

Up to this time we have neither a full description of Mon-
golian materials from the Orientalists’ Archives nor the short
catalogue. Partly these materials were described in the reviews
of C. F. Oldenburg4, S.A. Kozin3, N.P. Zhuravlyov and
A. M. Muginov ¢, T. P. Goreglyad’, L. I. Chuguevsky3, I. I. lo-
rish?, L. S. Savitsky !, I. D. Buraev!!, I.V. Kulganek'? and
V. Ts. Naidakov 13

Inspite of the folklore catalogue absence these materials
were always of great interest what is proved by the visitors’ lists
of Orientalists’ Archives which contain many names of Russian
and foreign scientists. The published folklore materials to some
extent allow to estimate the contents of the Mongolian collec-
tions. First of all this includes the publications of the Buryat
Institute of social sciences such as «Buhu Hara Hubun» !4,
«Uligery ononskih hamnigan» !5, «The Buryat heroic epos» ',
«Abai Geser hubuun» '7 and others 8. The archives materials on
Mongolian folklore are also represented in many articles !> and
monographs 2 of foreign and Russian scientists.

Nowadays the Mongolian folklore is placed in three divi-
sions: d. I, list 3 «Mongolia and Tibet»; d. II, list 1 «Buryats
and Kalmyks»; d. III, list 1 «The materials of different indivi-
duals». They were formed in 1937—1938 when the management
invited a group of five specialists under the guidance of a
prominent archivist L. B. Modzalevsky 2! who was the head of
the Manuscript department of the Pushkinsky Dom. They were
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the first to use the new method of installing which was intro-
duced at that time in the Academy of Sciences 2. It was at that
time that the descriptions of the funds were done and the cards
containing the information about the history of collections were
filled 2. Besides the folklore material can be found in the fol-
lowing personal funds:

f. 87 — Baradyin Bazar Baradyinovich 34 items;

f. 62 — Zhamtsarano Tsyben Zhamtsaranovich 148 items;
f. 44 — Pozdneev Aleksei Matveevich 319 items;

f. 29 — Kovalevsky Osip Mikhailovich 29 items;

f. 60 — Golstunsky Konstantin Fyodorovich 43 items;

f. 63 — Kazakevich Vladimir Alekseevich 29 items;

f. 83 — Yakimov Vasilyi Dmitrievich 30 items;

f. 145 — Pankratov Boris Ivanovich 501 items;

f. 28 — Klements Dmitryi Alexandrovich 778 items.

Unification of Tibet and Mongolian materials in one list is
justified because Tibet and Mongolia formed the united cultural
region which was investigated by the same scholars. The first
division includes not only the diaries and notes of scientists-
mongolists but also the papers of travellers, merchants and pil-
grims. These are «The travel’s notes of N. N. Shnitnikov on
Northern Mongolia» which contain not only the descriptions of
climate and relief but also several songs (d. I, list 3, Ne 6/629
folder 1.2.3.) and «The travel’s notes of L. E. Zhapov on Urga»
(d. I, list 3, Ne 7/375). There is vast information on derbet lan-
guage of the north-western Mongolia in materials collected by
Ts. D. Nominhanov (d. I, list 3, Ne 39). The same fund inclu-
des several entries containing Kalmyk songs and fairy-tales
collected by Pestovsky (d. I, list 3, Ne 356) and folk texts col-
lected for the studying of the rare Mongolian dialect zagada
(d. I, list 3, Ne 47). The Sodnom materials (d. I, list 3, Ne 48)
and Gorin’s collection (d. I, list 3, No 14/374) are also of great
interest. Together with «Tamerlan’s Instructions» and «The
story about two racers» found in «The Mongolian Epos» (d. I,
lis 3, Ne 56) there are two chapters of «Geser» (the 8th and 9th)
written in ancient mongolian language and some examples of
aphoristic poetry. The translations of Irkutsk official A. Igum-
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nov contain poems about Dar-ehe (d. I, list 3, Ne 61). The ar-
ticle of T. A. Burdukova about the art of Kalmyk story-tellers
(d. I, list 3, Ne 53) and the uliger entries made by A. K. Bog-
danov (d. I, list 3, Ne 41) can be found in the same division.

The second division (list 1) «Buryats and Kalmyks» (392 items)
consists mainly of letters (requests, verdicts, petitions, reports,
documents of steppe dumas, personal archives of tribal leaders)
of the end of the 19th and early 20th centuries when there was
held a reform of land tenure system in Buryatia. This division
also contains several folklore entries. First of all they include
«The materials on spoken literature of Astrakhan derbets 1909—
1911» of N. Ochirov (d. II, list 1, Ne 344) which contain more
than two hundred proverbs and riddles and more than 50 songs
in Kalmyk language and the materials of such collectors as
B. Tsyrenov (d. II, list 1, Ne 550), G. Hamgashalov, G. Berta-
gaev and other post-graduates of the Institute of Oriental Studies
(d. II, list 1, Ne 358), V. F. Myromsky (d. II, list 1, No 346),
I. Z. Hamaganov (d. II, list I, Ne 353). The composition of
major K. S. Beznosik on special assignments at the Eastern Si-
birean general staff under the title «On Buryats and Tungus of
the Cossack border troops» (d. II, list 1, Ne 2) contains some
examples of Buryat poetry. And «The report about summer tour
of the student A. Borzinkevich to the Kalmyk nomad area in
Astrakhan region in 1909» is also of some interest (d. II, list 1,
Ne 349). But the earliest materials of this fund are «The gram-
mar materials on Kalmyk language and the Kalmyk texts of
protestant missionaries in Sarepta which were brought to St. Pe-
tersburg by the son of Sarepta’s druggist in the beginning of the
XX century».

The specific features of item’s forming and the way of their
general description make it difficult to find out the folklore
material. As the items were formed not only on the thematical
basis but also with geographical and chronological considera-
tions one and the same item can contain different materials.
The main rule of item’s forming in accordance with which it
must not exceed 200 pages was often violated 2. The folklore
materials are often spilled like pearls among alien materials.
Sometimes the title of the item does not correspond to it’s
contents as in d. III, list 3, Ne 67.
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A great number of folk materials have the fund of Buryat
scientist and the member of the Institute of Oriental Studies
Ts. Zh. Zhamtsarano (f. 62) and the fund of the professor of
St. Petersburg university A. M. Pozdneev (f. 44). His widow
V. N. Pozdneeva and later his daughter A. A. Rimskaya-Korsa-
kova presented 319 items to the Asian Museum and 30 of them
contain folklore materials. As concerning Zhamtsarano another
prominent mongolist A. D. Rudnev said about him that «there
is no other scientist in the world who has collected so many
texts» 24, His fund numbers 148 items the earliest part of which
came to the Asian Museum through the Committee for the Ex-
ploration of Middle and Central Asia. 50 items contain folklore
material.

The fund of B. B. Baradyin the most part of which is situ-
ated in Ulan-Ude (f. 87) has 34 items 20 of which also contain
folklore material. The fund of B. I. Pankratov (f. 145) consists of
501 items which were donated by his widow N. B. Rodionova
and 33 of them contain folklore material. Five items of the
Golstunsky’s fund (f. 60) which was received in the end of the
19th century?® contain mainly songs. The funds of V. A. Ka-
zakevich (f. 63) and V. D. Yakimov (f. 83) contain modern
mongolian legends concerning the person of Dja-lama. Some-
times personal funds contain folklore material which does not
belong to the fund-founder. For example the Pankratov’s fund
has the works of N. N. Poppe (f. 145, list 3, No 42, 43, 45) and
B. Bimbaev (f. 145, list 3, Ne 84), in Pozdneev’s fund you can
find the materials of A. D. Rudnev (f. 44, list 1) and in Zham-
tsarano’s — the materials of S. Dylykov (f. 62, list 1, Ne 79, 81)
and D. Tsedenov (f. 62, list 1, Ne 127).

So the folklore materials in the Orientalists’ Archives of the
St. Petersburg branch of the Institute of Oriental Studies can be
found in the following funds: d. I, list 3; d. II, list 1; d. III,
list 1, 3; f. 62, f. 87, f. 63, f. 44, f. 60, f. 145, f. 83, f. 2 — all in
all in eleven funds which have 150 items with more than 3000
unique folklore works. Many of them are not published. Among
these materials you can find the most interesting examples of
national literature concerning different Mongolian, Buryat and
Kalmyk dialects.

At present the question of Mongolian folklore genres is not
solved because the definitions of genres are rather indistinct and

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different components of genres penetrate into each other. «The
specific definitions with the help of which the folklore genres
could be described as a system» 2 are also not explored. But on
the basis of modern classification of folklore material according
to which it is divided on «different kinds, genres and genre
types meaning that the kind is a manner of representation of
reality (epic, lyric or dramatic), genre is a type of artistic form
(a fairy-tale, a song, a proverb and so on) and genre type is a
thematical group of works (fairy-tales, tales about animals, tales
of manners)» 27 and relying on theoretical works of G. I. Mikhai-
lov2®, K. N. Yatskovskaya?®, H. Sampildendev®, L. Hurelba-
tar3!, P. Horlo 32, S. Yu. Nekludov 33, M. I. Tulohonov 3, S. S. Bar-
dahanova®, V. Gadamba % and their predecessors Ts. Damdin-
suren3’, B. Ya. Vladimirtsov 3, G. D. Sanzheev ¥ and A. M. Pozd-
neev¥ it was decided to systemize the folklore materials of the
Orientalists’ Archives in the following way:

1. Large poetic genres: the heroic epos — poems and stories
(tuul).

2. Small poetic genres: extolments, good wishes, instruc-
tions, speeches and songs (magtaal, ug, erool, surgaal, duu).

3. Prosaic genres: legends, myths, fairy-tales, stories, anec-
dotes, parables (domog, yaria).

4. Aphoristic genres: proverbs, riddles (fsetsen ug).

5. Confessional poetry: conjurations, incantations, prayers,
spells, curses (bo morgol, haraal).

Besides these folklore texts there is a number of materials
related to this genre: precis, plans, inventories of folklore en-
tries, papers and lectures on folklore.

The characteristic feature of folklore materials of Orientalists’
Archives is the diversity of their contents and the variety of
forms. Part of them is dated by the end of the 19th—early 20th
centuries when the dialect peculiarities and spoken language
became of prime interest. These texts are academically phone-
ticized and palatalization, stresses and shortness of sounds are
taken into consideration in each case. The most texts collected
by Ts. Zh. Zhamtsarano, B. B. Baradyin and A. D. Rudnev are
written down precisely in such transcription. The earlier mate-
rials of K. F. Golstunsky and A. M. Pozdneev are written down
in ancient Mongolian language (uigur graphics) because the
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collectors at that time were interested mainly in the spoken lite-
rature. The travellers who did not know Mongolian language
‘(for example N. N. Shnitnikov) wrote down the approximate
sounds of Mongolian words in Russian letters.

Besides expeditional notes the Orientalists’ Archives contain
collections based on genre principle for example including only
proverbs and riddles (f. 44, list 1, Ne 86) or songs and good
wishes (f. 44, list 1, Ne 333). We have the proofs of N. N. Pop-
pe’s paper «The northern halhassian dialect> which contains 20
new songs, a poem and a fairy-tale with the manuscript version
of these songs and their translation (f. 145, list 3, Ne 43).

The first division «Large poetical genres: heroic epos» con-
sists on the whole of poems collected by Ts. Zhamtsarano and
B. Baradyin during their scientific tours to Mongolia and Baikal
region in the early 20th century organized by the Russian Com-
mittee for Exploration of Central and Eastern Asia. For the first
time the Buryat and Mongolian folklore was written down word
by word. The best uligershins of Mongolia and Baikal region
have been singing and narrating their heroic poems some of
which had from 5 to 20 thousands verses for them for several
days with short intermissions for sleep as it is said in Zhamtsa-
rano’s diaries (f. 62, list 1, Ne 40, folders 1—5). Being a re-
search worker of the Institute of Oriental Studies Ts. Zhamtsa-
rano managed to publish a great part of these materials. To-
gether with A. D. Rudnev he published the folklore of Mongo-
lian tribes#! in three volumes and five issues. Later the Buryat
Institute of social sciences not once used the archive legacy of
Ts.Zhamtsarano which is kept in the Orientalists’ Archives 3. 14
13.16.17. 18 Byt there still remain the poems-uligers (for example
«Yondon khan» written down by Ts. Zhamtsarano in 1906 from
Terentyev in Kudin department) that are waiting for their in-
vestigation and publication. Among unpublished uligers we can
fname the following «Buha noyon baavay» numbering more than
2230 verses recorded by B. Baradyin from Ayurzana Namsrayn
(f. 87, list 1, Ne 20), «Unshin hara hubuun» (ibid.), Tsyrenov’s
record of «Haldai Mergen khan» (d. II, list I, Ne 350), «Bayan
huurai khan» (d. 11, list 1, Ne 359) written down by S. P. Baldaev
who, according to G. O. Tudenov, «discovered in Kudin steppe
a real galaxy of talented uligershins, story-tellers and other per-
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formers» 3. The most part of the material is recorded in aca-
demic phonetical transcription which allow to reflect the pecu-
liarities of dialect pronounciation with great accuracy. That’s
why these records are the precious linguistic sources for study-
ing of different dialects of Mongolian languages.

The second division «Small poetic genres» contains the
works of favourite Mongolian genre — long songs (urtyn duu)
and short songs (bogino duu) which differ in the manner of
performance. The Archives abound in both kinds of them — ri-
tual songs (praises, odes, greetings, good wishes, toasts, instruc-
tions) and lay ones (epic, historical, lyrical, philosophical and
satirical). They accompanied the life of each Mongol from the
cradle up to the death because the life of all members of tradi-
tional societies was strictly regulated and was led in the frames
of precise settings in the form of traditions and customs. The
musical-poetical forms of creative work were timed for all
events of the life.

The Orientalists’ Archives contain texts of praises and good
wishes collected among different Mongolian peoples — derbets,
horchins, gorloses, tumets, uzumchins, ordostses, hori-buryats,
sunits, abagas and barguzines. And the records reflect all peculi-
arities of each dialect. Any folklorist will appreciate the com-
mentaries concerning the contents of the songs, their character
and the occasion of performance and the notes of the collectors
about the informants and the region where the material was
collected. The most voluminous collections are made by Ts. Zham-
tsarano (44 wedding good wishes of ehirit and bulgat (f. 62,
list I, Ne 1)) and Ts. Nominhanov (10 Kalmyk good wishes
(d. I, list 3, Ne 396)). He also collected very interesting good
wishes among derbets in the north-western Mongolia (d. I,
list 3, Ne 39a) who pronounce them «while preparing ram’s
guts», «while tasting newly made vodka», «after the first day of
the first month of branding and castrating of the cattle», «du-
ring spring holiday — on the 2lIst day of the first summer
month in the honour of water and earth masters». The Orien-
talists’ Archives have several records of a well-known magtaal to
the winner-racer. These are Nominkhanov’ record numbering
15 verses (d. I, list 3, Ne 39a, p. 162), the record by B. Baradyin
received from agin’s hori-buryat Rinchin Erdeni numbering 98

verses (f. 87, list I, Ne 15, p. 118—122) and two records of
Ts. Zhamtsarano one of which numbering 32 verses was recei-
ved from Dorgi (18 years old) in Maima-hot (f. 62, list I, Ne 2,
p. 273) and the second variant was received from halh Luvsan
Tseren (37 years old) in Gudarg of Tsetsenkhanov aimak in
1909—1910 (f. 62, list 1, Ne 18). Some of them are already
published 42,

The most part of this division is dedicated to the epic, lyri-
cal, historical, religious, philosophical and revolutionary songs.
They amount to 1000. Such well-known historical songs as «Toroi
Bandi» (d. I, list 3, Ne 6/629, p. 11—12, 3 folders) and «Shilda
Zangi» (f. 62, list 1, Ne 1, p. 95) are among them. The materi-
als of Ts. Zhamtsarano (f. 62, list 1, Ne I) Nominkhanov (d. I,
list 3, Ne 39 a, 6, B) and B. Baradyin (f. 87, list I, Ne 19) con-
tain many song collections. Partly they were published in different
books 43.

In the end of the XIX century the collectors began to pay
special attention to the informants. That’s why from that time
on we meet in their records information about tribal member-
ship, place of living, social status and family relations of the
performer. Sometimes the texts are accompanied with com-
mentaries containing information about the history of creation
and the place of the song in the folklore system. For example
Ts. Zhamtsarano made the following commentaries: «mocking
song about kudarinets who married Russian girl; such Russian
words as «goodie», «cereals» and «giver» are of special interest
(f. 62, list 1, Ne 1, p. 261) or «a song of travelling lamas about
the time of birth and the teaching of Sakya-muni and his disci-
ples Sariputa and Ananda; it explains the symbolic meaning of
different parts of the staff and of beggar’s bowl» (f. 62, list 1,
Ne 2, p. 241). The most records of the beginning of the 20th cen-
tury are done in academic phonetical transcription and united
on the basis of dialects. The Archives also possess the descrip-
tion of the favourite Buryat dance hatarha (f. 87, list 1, Ne 16
p. 76) and one of the first music records of Mongolian songs
made by N. N. Shnitnikov (d. I, list 3, 6/629, folder 3, p. 10—12).

The third division «Prosaic genres» contains legends, myths,
traditions, true stories, fairy-tales and fables. It is well-known
that these genres are closely interrelated what makes it difficult
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to systemize them. The Archives contain etiological legends (for
example «about the origin of wine» — f. 29, list 1, Ne 25), de-
monological legends (for example «The Devil» — f. 87, list 1,
Ne 15, p. 95), anthropogenic legends («A Legend of Maidari
who stole a flower from Shigemuni» — f. 44, list 1, Ne 228,
p. 67), hunters’ stories (f. 62, list 1, Ne 15, p. 155; f. 62, list 1,
Ne 18), fairy-tales about Begirmedjid-Khan which have a San-
skrit origin and became very popular for several centuries in
Mongolia, Buryatia and Kalmykia (f. 62, list 1, Ne 12, p. 73—
84), genealogical stories about the origins of ehirit and bulgat
tribes (f. 62, list I, Ne 40 (6), p. 63) and several tales about
Balan Senge (or Dalan Hudalchi) who was a sly travelling monk
deceiving the rich and greedy masters and hapless hunters (f. 62,
list 1, Ne 40 (4), p. 32—39; f. 62, list I, Ne 2, p. 99—106). There
are a great number of publications of Mongolian, Buryat and
Kalmyk fairy-tales 4.

The division «Aphoristic genres» contain proverbs, sayings
(zuir tsetsen ug) and riddles (onsogo). «They were used to prove
one’s opinion, to predict, to express one’s doubts, to reproach,
to justify and excuse oneself, to comfort, to mock, to gloat, to
pity, to promis, to permit, to order and to forbid» 45. But all
functions of Mongolian proverbs and sayings as the paroemias
of other peoples are not known. That’s why the systematization
of sayings on the basis of their functional purpose and semantic
structure is still one of the main problems of future paroemi-
logical investigations. It is not seldom that the samples of
aphoristic poetry can be found in larger folk forms such as uli-
gers or epic songs. For example «Geser» and «Altai Tsagan
Hubun» abound in them. We also have collections of proverbs
and riddles. Sometimes the collectors united them in one folder
on the thematical basis — for example the proverbs «about man-
ners and customs» (f. 44, list 1, Ne 88) or the proverbs «about
women» (f. 44, list 1, Ne 3). Sometimes the wise sayings were
collected on the dialect basis — for example the records of
Ts. Nominkhanov (d. I, list 3, Ne 39a). The most voluminous
collection belongs to A. M. Pozdneev: there are 86 Mongolian
sayings in one folder (f. 44, list 1, Ne 86) and 97 Mongolian pro-
verbs in the other (f. 44, list I, Ne 88). Many aphorisms were
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recorded by N. Ochirov: one of his folders contain 115 Kalmyk
proverbs (d. I, list 1, Ne 344).

Riddles and proverbs are very popular among the Mongo-
lian peoples. They can consist of two, three and four verses be-
ing the so called «triads» or «quatrains». The Orientalists’ Ar-
chives also abound in them having halhas, derbet, uzumchin,
abaga, sunit, heshigten, ordoss and chahar riddles and proverbs.
Many of them are already published 47.

The fourth division «The confessional poetry» contain the
material connected with the most ancient faith of Mongolian
peoples shamanism which developed different poetical forms:
incantations, prayers, charms, curses and spells. They accompa-
nied shamanistic rituals. According to the beliefs of ancient
people the pronounced words had magic force which helped to
overcome obstacles, to fulfill difficult tasks, to raise from the
dead, to establish relationship, to avoid deseases and misfor-
tunes and so on. The major part of materials is related to Bu-
ryat shamanism and contains texts which were pronounced
during all kinds of shaman rituals: du haalga (Mong. satsal, the
ritual of splashing or sprinkling) (d. II, list 1, Ne 343); hayalga
(more complex ritual which includes besides sprinkling the pre-
liminary purification of sacrificial food by fire and decorating it
with ribbons and birch branches) (f. 44, list 1, Ne 30); zahil —
the next stage of the sacrificial ritual which includes sacrifice
itself of one or several animals and the subsequent placing of
their skin with the head, legs and tail on the pole — zuhl/i what
could be accomplished only with the help of shaman in the case
of hard disease, misfortune or cattle-plague (f. 44, list 1, Ne 37;
d. I, list 1, Ne 353). The records of shamanistic poetry kept in
the Orientalists’ Archives are very valuable because of their
commentaries, for example the lengthy commentary made by
. Hamaganov to the text of incantation (d. II, list 1, Ne 353).
Fund 28, list 1, Ne 255 contains not only the shaman’s prayer
on the wedding party but the description of the whole proce-
dure of proposing with participation of shaman. A. D. Korna-
kov recording the burial prayer described the funeral of Tant-
szin-lama where shaman played in important role (d. I, list 3,
Ne 26). Ulanov quotes the texts of Kalmyk shamans telling
about the rituals of sacrifices (f. 28, list 1, Ne 262). The most
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precious material concerning shamanistic poetry was collected
by Ts. Zhamtsarano. He left 28 texts with commentaries and
descriptions of such rituals as «calling of soul», «praying for
children», «incantation to the western and eastern gods», «about
12 Fridays», «about large and small taigans» (f. 62, list 1, Ne 15,
18, 40 (folders 1—5)). Only a small part of them is published 43.

In most cases all this material is waiting for further explora-
tion and publication.

ON THE STRUCTURE OF THE CATALOGUE

The catalogue consists of descriptions which are done on
the basis of methodical recommendations for scientific-tech-
nical analysis of documental materials. Among other things they
stipulate that the description can contain information about all
documents of the item, about each of them or separately about
groups of documents. We have chosen one (or several) folk
texts recorded at the same time from one informant or a group
of texts (collection) representing a single whole and belonging
for one dialect as a unit of description. So, for example, if one
item contains one halhas song recorded in Urga, one song re-
corded in Aga and five riddles recorded in Aga it will be divided
on three descriptions in our catalogue.

Each description has:

1. Ordinal number.

2. Press-mark of the item with the indication of fund, list
and the archives’ number.

3. The name of the work (the author’s one — in quotation
marks, the given by archives — without them).

4. The name of folk material included in the description: it
can be one work or several works of the same genre recorded
from one informant at the same time and in the same place.

5. Additional notes containing short annotation of the
group of works and indication of the type of writing —
“transcription or ancient Mongolian writing.

6. Indication of informant (if he is known).

7. Indication of the language in which the record is done.

8. Indication of time of recording (if it is known).

9. Indication of the place of recording (if it is known).

10. The form of record: a folder, a book of bothi type,
Separate pages.
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11. The size of pages.

12. Number of pages.

13. The position in the document: indication of pages con-
taining the mentioned folk material or the group of materials
united in one description.

14. Writing instrument: a pen, kalam, a pencil.

Special terms, geographical and personal names are left in
author’s writing.

The catalogue has an index of concordances of genres —
press-marks, of collectors — funds and of genres — the cata-
logue numbers.

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Baradyin Bazar Baradyinovich (Baradin Bazar) — (1878—
1938) — a prominent Buryat scholar, a writer, an organizer of
science, a translator, a member of Russian Geographical Socie-
ty, a public figure, one of the leaders of Buryat national move-
ment. After graduating St. Petersburg University he lectured at
the Oriental division and visited Buryatia and Mongolia with
ethno-linguistic purposes where collected a large material on
folklore, religion and ethnography of these peoples.

In 1905—1907 he went on a pilgrimage to Tibet and brought
the precious materials concerning history and culture of Tibetans.
He was a founder of a movement for renewal of Buddhism and
the first people’s commissar of education in Buryat-Mongolian
Autonomic Soviet Socialist Republic.

His main works: «The travelling to Lavran. 1905—1907»
(1908), «Tsam Milaraiby» (1908), «The extracts from Buryat folk
literature» (1910), «Buryat-Mongols. A short historical review of
the forming of Buryat-Mongolian people» (1927). His personal
fund Ne 87 in the Orientalists’ Archives of the St. Petersburg
branch of the Institute of Oriental studies of Russian Academy
of Sciences contains 34 items. His manuscripts came from the
Russian Committee for the Exploration of Central and Eastern
Asia. A part of his materials is kept in IMBIT (Buryatia, Ulan-
Ude).

Burdukov Aleksey VasiFevich (1883— Bypaykos A. B.
1943) —a well-known scientist-mongo-
list, a distinguished specialist in Mongolian language, an assis-
tant professor of the Oriental division of St. Petersburg State
University (the doctor’s degree was conferred on him without
defending the thesis), a public figure, a popularizer of humani-
tarian and special technical knowledge, a collector, a journalist,
an organizer of the first secular school in Mongolia and the ini-
tiator of the first measures on vaccination of the population.

He collected the most precious collections of Mongolian
domestic articles, manuscripts, maps, xylographs and examples
of linguistic and folklore material. He was awarded the small
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silver medal of Russian Geographic Society for his Mongolian
studies. He was a member of Russian Geographic Society.

His main works: «The conversation book of Mongolian lan-
guage with a detailed contents of each lesson» (1935); «Russian-
Mongolian dictionary of colloquial language» (1935).

He has no personal fund in the Orientalists’ Archives, but a
number of materials can be found in division 11, list I and divi-
sion I, list 3.

His personal fund is situated in KIGI RAN (Elista), but it is
not systemized.

Vladimirtsov Boris Yakovlevich (1884—1931) — an out-
standing mongolist with worldwide fame, a represenative of
Russian classic oriental science, a specialist of broad scientific
views, a linguist, a historian and a folklorist. He was interested
in history, ethnography and literature of all Mongolian peoples.
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He had excellent knowledge of overlapping branches of Oriental
disciplines and made a valuable contribution to Turkology, Ti-
betology and Buddhology. In 1931 he became an academician
of the USSR Academy of Science.

He graduated the department of Oriental languages of
St. Petersburg University and had probational period in Paris at
the College de France and at the School of living Oriental lan-
guages. Several times he visited baits in the North-Western
Mongolia. He discovered the heroic epos and recorded a great
number of folklore material which he studied later.

From 1915 up to the end of his life he taught at the
St. Petersburg University at first as an assistant professor and
then as a professor. He was a member of editorial board of
«Oriental Literature» headed by M. Gorky.

His main works: «The comparative grammar of Mongolian
written language and halhas dialect» (1929); «The examples of
Mongolian folk literature (North-Western Mongolia)» (1926);
«The Mongol-oirat heroic epos» (1923); «The social organiza-
tion of Mongols. The Mongolian nomadic feudalism» (1934).

His personal fund Ne 780 in St. Petersburg branch of Aca-
demicians’ Archives was transefered there from the Orientalists’
Archives where it was registered as Ne 82. It’s materials came
from the Mongolian department in 1946. In 1965 another 107
items were acquired from the daughter of B. Ya. Vladimirtsov.

Golstunsky Konstantin Fyodorovich (1833—1899) — an out-
standing scientist-mongolist, the honoured professor of the de-
partment of Oriental languages of St. Petersburg State Univer-
sity and the contemporary of it’s foundation. The author of
many works on history, jurisprudence and language of Mongo-
lian peoples, of several textbooks in Mongolian and Kalmyk
languages and of reviews on translations of religious books into
Mongolian languages. After graduating the Kazan university
with gold medal he taught for some time at Kazan gymnasium
and then was invited as an adjunct professor to St. Petersburg
University where he had worked for 30 years. He repeatedly
visited Kalmyk steppe where he recorded two new songs of
«Jangar» which were published in lithography in 1864.
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His main works: «The Mongol-oirat laws of 1864» (1880), «The
Mongolian-Russian dictionary» (1893—1896). Manuscripts and
xylographs brought by him are kept nowadays at the Manuscript
fund of the library of Oriental division of St. Petersburg State
University and at the department of manuscripts and rare
documents of St. Petersburg branch of the Institute of Oriental
studies.

His personal fund Ne 60 in the Orientalists’ Archives num-
bers 34 items. In the beginning of the 30-ies the materials of
K. F. Golstunsky were separated from his collection of Mongo-
lian manuscripts and xylographs kept in the Asian Museum.

(1889—1937) —a distinguished Bu-
ryat scientist-mongolist, a public figure, a teacher and a transla-
tor. The author of many scientific works on Mongolian philol-
ogy, ethnography, linguistics and translations from Russian into
Mongolian. He collected and published an enormous folklore
and linguistic material on all Mongolian dialects. He was an or-
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ganizer of Mongolian Scientific Committee and a member of
Russian Academy of Sciences. Three times he participated in
ethno-linguistic tours to Mongolia and Buryatia. His last years
he worked at Mongolian department of the Institute of Oriental
Studies. He was arrested in 1937 and shot.

His main works: «The examples of folk literature of Mon-
golian tribes» (1913—1919, 1930), «The Mongolian chronicles of
the 17th century» (1936), «The examples of Mongolian folk lite-
rature» (1908).

Kazakevich Vladimir Aleksandrovich (1896—1937) — mon-
golist, the only prominent specialist in the beginning of our
century in Mongolian history of the 13—17 centuries. Being a
student of Leningrad Institute of the living oriental languages he
was sent to Mongolia where he participated in five expeditions
in the course of which he explored the country and collected
the materials about flora and fauna, about history and ethno-
graphy. After graduating the Institute he became it’s teacher and
an employee of the Institute of Oriental studies. He received the
doctor’s rank without defending the thesis in 1935. He was a
member of Scientific Committee of Mongolian People’s Re-
public, a plenipotentiary representative of Soviet Union in Mon-
golia, a member of Mongolian Committee of the USSR Acade-
my of Sciences and a collaborator at the State Hermitage Museum.
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His main works: «The materials on the history of Eastern
Mongolia in the 16th century» (1929); «Grave statues in Dari-
gang. A tour to Darigang» (1930); «The modern Mongolian
toponymy» (1934).

Klements Dmitry Aleksandrovich (1848—1914) — a geogra-
pher, an ethnographer, an explorer of Sibirea, Central Asia and
Eastern Turkestan, a narodnik (Russian populist). His devotion
to the ideas of narodniks and participation in their movement
did not allow him to graduate physico-mathematical depart-
ment of St.Petersburg University where he studied. In 1881 he
was exiled to Yakut region. After termination of his exile
D. A. Klements moved to Tomsk and then to Irkutsk where he
worked as a manager of the East-Sibirean branch of Russian
Geographic Society. He became a leader of a number of expe-
ditions to Altai, Baikal, Mongolia and Yakutia. From 1897 he
became an employee at the Museum of anthropology and eth-
nography in St. Petersburg. He was the organizer and the first
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director of Ethnographic division of the Russian Museum
(nowadays the Russian Ethnographic Museum).

His personal fund Ne 28 in the Orientalists’ Archives num-
pers 778 items. The materials were received through S. F. Olden-
purg. His business correspondence is kept in the Archives of
Russian Geographic Society, in the Archives of Irkutsk region
in the papers of East-Sibirean branch of Russian Geographic

Kovalevsky Osip (Iosif) Mikhailovich (1800—1878) plays an
important role in the history of Russian mongolistics. His name
is connected with creation of the first in Russia and Europe de-
partment of Mongolian literature in Kazan university the head
of which he was for more than 20 years. He is the author of the
first textbooks on Mongolian language, scientific works on
Mongolian history and literature, the first translator and ex-
plorer of «Geseriad». He went on several scientific tours to
Mongolia and Baikal area to collect ethnographic and folklore
material about everyday life, customs and religion of Mongolian
peoples. He was a member of the 11-th Spiritual Mission to
Peking (1830) where from he brought a rich collection of ma-
nuscripts and xylographs in Mongolian, Tibetan, Chinese and
Sanskrit languages on history, philosophy and religions of the
East. For some time he lived with selengin Buryat in Baikal
area.

He was a secretary of «Scientific papers» of Kazan univer-
sity, a dean, a corresponding member of Russian Academy of
Sciences, an academician.

The major part of his works is not published. The published
works are: «Short grammar of Mongolian bookish language»
(1835); «The Buddhistic cosmology» (1837); «The history of
Mongols». Vol. 1—3 (1844—1849).

Manuscripts and xylographs collected by him are kept in the
Manuscript fund of the library of Oriental division of St. Peters-
burg State University and in the department of manuscripts and
rare documents of St. Petersburg branch of the Institute of Ori-
ental Studies.

His personal fund Ne 29 in the Orientalists’ Archives num-
bers 29 items. On the whole it consists of the documents of the
early period of his activities connected with his tours to the East
in 1820—1830. Some documents are kept in the Manuscript
department of the National library named after Saltykov-Sched-
rin and St. Petersburg branch of Academicians’ Archives. The
Mmaterials of the later period are kept in Vilnus State University
and St. Petersburg University.

He graduated

an Oriental Institute in Vladivostok.

cerning which he collected a vast linguistic folklore material.

He published the text of «Sacred Mongolian Story» and
several scientific papers on Chinese and Mongolian philology.

Pozdneev Aleksey Matveevich (1851—1920) is a prominent
mongolist with broad scientific interests which included litera-
ture, history, religion and ethnography of Mongolian peoples.
After graduating St. Petersburg University he went on to long
tours to Mongolia where from he brought a rich ethnographic
material, archive documents, the items of Buddhistic cult, ma-
nuscripts, xylographs and photographs.

From 1899 up to 1917 he was a director of Oriental Insti-
tute in Vladivostok and then returned to the Oriental division of
St. Petersburg University. He is the author of many monographs,
textbooks and unique courses. He was a collector of Mongolian
folklore who had an original point of view on it’s essence.

His main works: «The lectures on the history of Mongolian
literature read in 1895—1896» (1896—1908), «The examples of
folk literature of Mongolian tribes» (1880), «The articles on eve-
ryday life of Buddhistic monasteries and Buddhistic clergy in
Mongolia in connection with it’s relationship with people»
(1887). Manuscripts and xylographs collected by him are kept
in the Manuscript fund of the library of Oriental division of

St. Petersburg State University and in the department of manu--

scripts and rare documents of the St. Petersburg branch of the
Institute of Oriental Studies.

His personal fund Ne 44 in the Orientalists’ Archives num-
bers 319 items.

Rudnev Andrey Dmitrievich (1878—1958) is a prominent
Russian mongolist, a linguist, a pedagogue, a specialist in Mon-
golian and Chinese languages. After graduating the department
of Oriental languages of St. Petersburg University up to 1917
when thanks to his fate he left Russia he worked at the Oriental
division. The second part of his life Rudnev spent in Finland
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where he taught at the conservatoire. During his Petersburg pe-
riod his main interests were connected with living Mongolian
languages and dialects. He went on several tours to Mongolia
including Inner Mongolia for studying of different dialects. He
was the first to present a dialectological picture of Mongolia.
He collected folk songs and being a musician recorded music.

His main works: «The materials on dialects of Eastern
Mongolia» (1911), «The hori-buryat dialect» (1913—1914), «The
historical chronicle “Bolor toli”» (1903). Manuscripts and xy-
lographs collected by him are kept in the department of manu-
scripts and rare documents of the St. Petersburg branch of the
Institute of Oriental Studies.

Shmidt Yakov Ivanovich (Isaak Yakob) (1779—1847) is the
founder of Russian mongolistics. He introduced this branch of
knowledge into the European science. He was an academician
of Russian Academy of Sciences and a doctor of Rostok uni-
versity. He was a specialist in Kalmyk, Tibetan and Mongolian
languages.
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He came to Russia from Amsterdam with Protestant mis-
sion as a commercial agent. Combining his work in Kalmyk
steppe with studying of Kalmyk language he translated the Bible
into Kalmyk and then became engaged in scientific explora-
tions. From 1815 he permanently lived in St. Petersburg having
dedicated himself to scientific work. He translated religious and
philosophic works into Kalmyk, studied the language, the litera-
ture and the historical sources of Mongolian peoples. He payed
a great attention to the problems of tibetology. He was the first
to study the examples of Mongolian literature.

He is the author of such fundamental works as «Erdenyin
tovch» (1829); «Tibetan-Russian dictionary» (1843); «The gram-
mar of Mongolian language» (1831); «The heroic deeds of the
honoured khan Bogdy Gesser who won ten evils in ten coun-
tries. The heroic Mongolian legends» (1834).

His personal fund Ne 57 numbering 44 items is transferred
from the Orientalists’ Archives to St. Petersburg branch of Aca-
demicians’ Archives where it has the number 785. It contains
the materials from 1822.

Yakimov Vasily Dmitrievich (1904—1941) is a historian-
mongolist, an employee of the Institute of Oriental Studies. He
graduated the Leningrad Institute of living Oriental languages.
Being a student he visited Mongolia for several times where he
participated in expeditions and worked at the Mongolian Scien-
tific Committee. After graduating the Institute he worked as a
lecturer there for some time. The main theme of his studies is
the history of Lamaism in Mongolia. The title of his unfinished
work is «The sacred bandit. The representative of Buddha».

His personal fund Ne 83 in the Orientalists’ Archives num-
bers 30 items dating back to 1934—1938. The materials were re-
ceived from the Mongolian department of the Institute of Ori-
ental studies in 1941.
