The third fascicle of the lexicon “Islam in the former
Russian Empire” follows research methods and theoreti-
cal principles initiated in its first and second fascicles
(published in Moscow in 1998 and 1999), but does not
reprint their materials. It includes mainly first hand
materials dealing with different local forms of Islam as
they were and are practised in the North Caucasus, Ta-
tarstan, Turkmenistan, Kazakhstan, the Crimea and
other Muslim regions in the territory of the former Rus-
sian Empire up to date. The lexicon proposes a new im-
portant approach to Islam. At present so secular as Mus-
lim authorities have to seek for a correct information on
Islam as well as a sufficient methodology to study how it
is functioning. Competing with adherents of the “Islamic
revival”, the “traditionalist” Muslim clergy has failed to
answer Islamist challenges from the countryside and
abroad appealing to the “purification of Islam”. Given
the conditions of ethno-religious and social tensions, the
spread of unrestricted massive migration, the appearance
of new international informational technologies, it is
difficult to beat religious and political extremists by
means of administrative persecutions such as political
repressions, official prohibition or censorship.

Calls for “purification” of Islam arisen among the
Russian Muslims, who have grown up according to their
local traditions for many generations, cause an inevitable
schism of the society. From the scientific point of view it
is inaccurate to oppose a “pure Islam” to local Muslim
traditions. Such an approach is also fraught by danger-
ous conflicts which are able to aggravate seriously ethnic
and religious situation in post-socialist Russia and other
former Sovict states inhabited by Muslims. Under these
circumstances the spread of scientific knowledge of Islam
as it is functioning in different areas might get a most
effective idcological controversy against missionaries of
“Islamic purification”. This is one of the major goals of
this project.

The third issue of the lexicon includes 87 articles ar-
ranged in alphabetic order. 33 scholars from scientific
centres of Russia (including St.-Petersburg, Moscow,
Qazan, Krasnodar, Ufa), Uzbekistan (Tashkent, Samar-
kand), Azerbaijan (Baku), the Crimea (Simpheropol) as
well as from Germany (Bochum, Halle-Wittenberg) and
France (Paris) contributed to this issue.

The fascicle contains 13 colour prints, 4 black-and-
white images as well as different diagrams and plans.
