We offer to the notice of the interested reader
another, fourth, Fascicle of the encyclopaedic lexicon,
Islam in the Former Russian Fmpire. The principles
worked out for the entire series and implemented in the
first three Fascicles (published in Moscow, respectively
in 1998, 1999 and 2001) were adhered to during the
compilation of the present one as well. The number
of the lexicon’s contributors increased, and the
geographical scope of places they come from expanded.
Forty-one scholars from ten countries have taken part
in the preparation of the present Fascicle. In addition to
Russia (Moscow, Makhacgkala, Ufa, Kazan, Krasnodarsk
Re%ieon, Tver), the already traditional participants—
Uzbekistan (Tashkent, Bukhara, Kokand, Samarkand),
Germany (Bochum) and Azerbaijan (Baku)—feature
here once more. New contributors represent for the first
time Switzerland (Bern), the Ukraine (Lugansk), the
USA (Bloomington), Latvia (Riga), Turkey (Ankara)
and Japan (Tokyo).

e Fascicle contains 85 articles, arranged alphabeti-
cally. They cover the subject of Islam in regions tradi-
tionally populated by Muslims—primarily Central Asia
(the bulk oFcontributions), Tatarstan, the North Cauca-
sus, Bashkortostan (Bashkiria). The thematic range of
contributions is extremely wide. It covers prominent
characters (Muslim schof;r, ascetics, mystical poets,
religious and political figures representing various
regions, different theological-legal scﬁools, Sufi brother-

, religious organizations, parties, trends in Islamic
thought, etc.), places of cult (mosques, mazars, histori-
cal-religious anéJ memorial complexes), the doctrines and
practices of Sufi brotherhoods, religious rites, rituals
and customs of Muslims, objects of Islamic cult, etc.
Chronologically, the articles extend from the time when
Islam was first introduced in the lands in question to the
present day.

As regards their nature, contributions presented in
the Fascicle are scholarly works, based upon the stud
and analysis of a wide scope of authentic sources. Ricl\;
in concrete and various information, they illustrate the
variety of forms in which Islam exists, introducing the
reader to an academic, unbiased idea of its history,
spiritual values and fuide sts of those Muslims that
traditionally lived and still live in the lands of the former
Russian Empire,

The Fascicle is supplemented with seven compre-
hensive indices and illustrations—both color and black-
and-white.
