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IV
SUMMARY






«Tale of Bhadra» is a part of an anonymous work written in Khotan in the
eighth—ninth century A. D. in the Saka language. It presents a poetic tract expoun-
ding main principles of Buddhism and recounting a number of Buddhist tales and
legends. The Tale is an excellent example of the early Khotanese Saka language and
a source of primary significance for the study of the history of Buddhism in
Central Asia and of Sakas’ literature.

Since the original title of the work could not be estabished, it became known
as the Manuscript «E». Until now 186 folios of the MS have been known to exist,
173 of which were deposited in the MSS collection of the Leningrad Branch of the
[nstitute of the Peoples of Asia of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR. These 186
folios were deciphered and edited in-1933—35 by German orientalists E. and M. Leu-
mann, who gave their transcription, a German translation, and-a glossary. In 1955
V. S. Vorob’yov-Desyatovsky, while sorting out the Central Asia manuscript collection,
discovered among N. F. Petrovsky’s materials 10 formerly unknown folios of the Ma-
nuscript «<E» and 9 fragments thereof. The recently found folios are numbered 171
to 180 and provide the end of Chapter II and the beginning of Chapter III of the MS.
Fragments of folios 272, 273, 274, 278 (?), 280, 291, 292, 293, 301 fill a part of
lacunas in the text of Chapters XVI, XIX and XX, according to the division into
chapters by E. and M. Leumann.

The .book consists of a foreword giving general information about the Manus-
cript «<E» and its recently found folios and fragments, transcription of the text of
new folios, translation of new folios, a glossary to new folios, transcriptions of 9 new
fragments, facsimiles of 10 folios and 9 fragments and facsimiles of 173 folios that
were issued by E. and M. Leumann* in transcriptions only. These 173 folios have
never been facsimiled, though students of the Khotanese Saka language of the whole
world have always felt a keen need in such reproduction.

V. S. Vorob’yov—Desyatovsky did a considerable work preparing new folios of
the Manuscript «E» for publication. He transcribed stanzas 139 to 208 and colopho-
ne, prepared an interlinear translation of these stanzas, outlined the glossary. After
his death the completion of the work was assigned to M. I. Vorob’yova-Desyatov-
skaya. L. G. Herzenberg and V. A. Livshits checked all the translation of the 10
additional folios of the MS. V. A. Livshits compiled a glossary for the new portion
of the Manuscript «E».
