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SUMMARY

THE SWORD, HIDDEN IN THE DEPTH OF WATERS
by Viadimir A. Vetiukov

Military tradition of old Vietnam is a very interesting theme
which still is not well explored by the scientists both inside and outside
the country. This book is an attempt to answer the most important
questions, concerning the main components of Vietnamese medieval
warfare (10—18 cent. AD). The material, on which it is based, was
gathered during author’s journeys to Vietnam. Vietnamese historians
and archaeologists helped to the author to find material about the army-
organization, excavations of the medieval weapons, history of martial
arts. The illustrations which one can find in the book are based on
photos, taken in Hanoi and Hochimin city Army museums and Hanoi
museum of history of Vietnam. Thus the book contains a rich material,
still unexplored in the western science.

The name of the book — «The sword, hidden in the depth of
waters», comes from a legend, according to which Le Loi — the foun-
der of Le dynasty (15 cent. AD) received a magic sword from the water
spirits to liberate his country from Chinese invaders. When he gained
victory and already became an emperor of Vietnam, once he went for a
boat trip with his courtiers around the lake near the walls of Thanglong
city (Hanoi in present days). Suddenly a great turtle came from the
depth of the lake. Le Loi understood that it was a messenger of the
spiritual world. He threw his magic sword to the turtle, it caught it in
mouth and went back to the bottom of the lake. Thus magic sword was
given back to the spirits and the country got a long period of peace.

The book is divided into three chapters. First is called «The water
warriors — Army in the medieval Vietnam», In Vietnamese the word
«country» sounds as «nuoc» which main meaning is «water». The
chapter is divided into several parts concerning the different aspects of
army organization, recruiting and social position of warriors. The me-

Still, straight sword «kiem» was considered as the most noble
weapon. It was used mostly by the officers. The magic sword of Le Loi
belonged to this kind of weapon. Vietnamese made very interesting
variants of the pole-arms. For example «cau liem giao» — the spears
with sickle (15 century AD, excavated in the area of old Military
Academy in Giang Vo, Hanoi) had a very specific shape, rather differ-
ent from Chinese analogue of this weapon.

We can also see some Japanese and European influence on the
Vietnamese complex of weapons in 16—18 centuries. The Vietnamese
government used to buy Japanese swords and European guns in a
rather huge amount. Of course, Vietnamese smiths tried to copy those
exemplars of foreign weapons.

Vietnamese armour was mostly Chinese-style. It consisted of
leather or metal-plates, connected with each others by the leather
strings. Of course, it was used mostly by the royal guards and noble
officers.

The third chapter of the book is called «The war which became a
spiritual way», It is dedicated to the military art. The last one was
brought to Vietnam from China but was interpreted in a specific way.
It included strategy and tactics and so called «martial arts» (a skill of
using weapons and hand-to-hand battle). Vietnamese commanders used
a defensive strategy in the North (during wars with China they tried
only to protect their own territory) and offensive strategy in the South
(during 15—18 centuries the kingdom of Champa was conquered by
Vietnamese troops). In wars against China they used strategy of «guer-
illa war», truing to exhaust the numerous armies of Chinese invaders
not in the huge battles, but in small attacks against their communica-
tion-system. As well, in wars against southern neighbours they used

ideas, taken from Chinese books on strategy.

Vietnamese were masters of ambush tactics. Rather often they
attacked much more numerous Chinese troops in the forests or on rice-
fields, covered with water and gained victory. They were also skilled in
naval battles, using their light longboats against slow and big Chinese
ships, attacking them in delta of the Red River. In Bach Dang battle
(1288) the Chinese fleet was Tured on the great wooden stakes, fastened
in the bottom of a small river in Delta.

Traditional martial arts of Vietnam «vo thuat» are rather close to
the southern styles of Chinese Wu Shu. In medieval times they in-
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cluded two main branches: popular styles and army styles. The firgt
ones were developed in numerous village, city and monastery schools
Some masters, who educated there, then became teachers in the mili:
tary schools, where «vo thuat» were taught to the royal guards and
army officers. The last ones, as they usually were from noble families
had also some training in childhood in secret feudal clan martial arts
schools. An exam for the officer rank in old Vietnam included a task
on strategy and several tasks on martial arts, The future officer had to
show his skill in exercises with different weapons and in a hand-to
hand fight against several royal guards.

Thus, in common, the military tradition of Vietnam, based on the
medieval warfare is a very complicated phenomena, which includes
many components. A part of them was explored by the author of current
book and presented to the reader’s attention, Author hopes that the
popular style of the book will make it interesting not only for the scien-
tists, but for all the people, who are interested in the oriental culture and
history, in the problems of military history in common, who would like
to know about the Vietnamese traditional weapons, warfare and martial
arts.
