GEOGRAPHISCHE ANSICHTEN DER ALTEN SUMERER ZU ZEIT
DES PATESI GUDEA (2162—2137 V. CHR.)

In vorliegendem Beitrag analysirt der Verfasser die geographische
Einfilhrung zur Anschrift von Patesi Gudea (2162—2137 v. Chr.) der
Statue B und kommt zur Schlussfolgerung, dass jene ein selbstandi-
ges Werk eines unbekannten sumerischen Geographen des XXII Jhr.
v. Chr. sei. Diesem seinem Aufbau nach recht wohlgestalteten Werk
sind rituelle Prinzipien der raumlichen Auffassung der alten
Sumerier zu Grunde gelegt. Es beginnt mit der Aufzahlung der am Obe-
ren Meere gelegenen Lander. Zunichst wird das Amanum-Gebirge, bzw.
das Libanische Gebirge im Nord Syrien genannt, woher nach Auffassung
der alten Sumerier der Euphrat ausliuft. Darauf wird von der Stadt
Ursu und dem Gebirge Ibla, die zur rechten Seite sowohl des Gebirges
Aman als auch des Euphrats gelegen sind, berichtet. Ferner werden in
der Aufzihlung das Land Umanum und das Menua-Gebirge, die ebenfalls
zur Rechten des Euphrats (Vanseegebiet) liegen genannt. Nach diesen
Lindern sind die Stadt Masalla, das Amurru-Gebirge, wie auch das Land

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Tidanum in Amurru-Gebirge genannt, die sich zwar in der Anschrift
neben den obenerwahnten Lindern, befinden, jedoch an der gegen-
iiberliegenden Seite (links) vom Euphrat und Aman-Gebirge (Syria und
Palistina) liegen. Und schliesslich das letzte Land am Oberen Meere
war Kagal-ad im Kimas-Gebirge, die zur rechten Seite vom Euphrat lag
(das Gebiet des Oberen Zab, wo im 2. Jahrtausend v. Chr.
das Kummi-Reich entstand). Die zweite Hanfte der geographischen
Einfithrung beginnt mit der Aufzihlung der Linder am Unteren Meer: Das
Bergland Meluhha befand sich in gegengesetzter Richtung von Kimas,
ebenfalls zur Rechten der Untermeerlinder (der Siidéstliche Teil der Ara-
bischen Halbinsel und die Afrikanishe Kiiste des Roten Meeres). Das Ge-
birge Hahum (Zagros) aber befand sich in der Entgegengesetzten Richtung
(zur Linken des Unteren Meeres). Dasgleich ist den folgenden Linder-
paaren zu beobachten: Gubin (der siid—ostliche Teil der Arabischen Hal-
binsel) und Madga (im Diala-Gebiet). Die Aufzihlung schliesst mit der
Erwihnung der Berge Barsib und des Landes Elam —des Erzleindes der
Sumerier (die linke Seite des Unteren Meeres).
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
