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This volume, which I now present to the
ublic, is the second issue of the lexicon
‘Islam in the former Russian Empire”. It con-
tinues a long-term international research pro-
ject for the preparation and publication of a
multi-volume encyclopaedic dictionary on Is-
lam. The concept of this project as well as its
research methods and the principles of data
selection and organisation were defined in my
paper ﬁublished in Vostok /Orient (Moscow,
1994, No. 3, p. 145-148) and later exposed in
the Editor’s introduction to the first issue of
the lexicon (Moscow, 1998, p. 4-6). Every new
issue of the lexicon is a quite independent and
complete work that doesn’'t reproduce any
part of the previous volumes but gives a new
and fuller information about Islam in Russia.

The autonomous and self-sufficient character
of these issues is expressed not only in the-
matic diversity of materials presented in them
ut in wide chronological and territorial
scopes of the study and in a number of differ-
ent appendices attached to them. The broad
§0a) of the research is to show a wide variety
in the Islamic world as it existed in different
historical and cultural contexts in the former
ussian Empire.

The second issue of the lexicon includes 81
articles arranged in alphabetic order. They are
mainly based on first hand materials and treat
the history of Islam in the above mentioned
area ranging from the early Muslim invasions
up to modern time. These studies deal with
important Muslim leaders, their titles, “sacred”
places and historical monuments, religious in-
stitutions and movements, educational system,
clergy organisation, Sufi brotherhoods, no-
tions, beliefs, social practices, rituals and fes-
tivals of local Muslim peoples and ethnic
groups etc.

28 scholars from different scientific centres
of Russia and from abroad contributed to this
issue. In addition to the first issue a number of
new authors and research centres are presented
in this volume. Besides of scholars from St.
Petersburg, Moscow, Tashkent, Ufa and Kazan
who participated in the first issue, the con-
tributors to this issue also come from Mak-
hachkala and Bukhara, and from German re-
search institutes of Bohum and Berlin as well.

This volume contains 16 images including
6 colour prints.
