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From time immemorial the Caucasus was at the
crossroads of the great migrations and trade routes be-
tween North and South. Recent archaeological studies
on the territory of Azerbaijan, North Caucasus, Syria
and Turkmenistan found migrations of ancient cultures
of Front Asia (Ubeyd, Uruk) to South and North Cauca-
sus, which influenced Anatolia and further eastwards to
South Turkmen (later V-IV Millenniums B.C.)." Tribes
of Ubaid culture migrated to Central Asia and Caucasus
in the courses of centuries. Their material culture un-
derwent changes of the different natural-geographical
places they went through. But ideologies, traditions
connected with spiritual life were kept for thousands of
years in the memory of these tribes. They found there
reflactions in South Caucesus and South Turkmer. Tac
migrations from South Caucasus (Leylatepe kulture) to
North Caucasus, probahiy, passed through Daryal Pass.?
Each migration process accuunts for reverse miotion, ie.
communication ties with their ethno-cultural be«: ; and
traditions.’> Excavations at Boyuk Kesik and like sites in
the territory of Azerbaijan, Iran, Dagestan, Georgia has
shown that this culture has played important role #.1 the
development of posterior cultures of the Early Brone
Age — Maykop and Kur-Arax in the South and North
Caucasus.” Migrations result in cultural integration,
development of trade relations and thus pave the ideo-
logical and material way for subsequent migrations.’
The settlements of the Central Asian tribes attributed
to II-II millennium B.C. also have connections with
cultures of Mesopotamia, Elam. In the 1II-I millennium
B.C. Hurrites, Kutiis, Caspians, Hittites, “people of sea’,
Cimmerian, Scythians rushed to Front Asia via Cauca-
sian and Asia Minor Taurus. Illustrative of ancient com-
munication routes are road signs in Assyrian cuneiform
which indicate distances between populated areas, just
as Arabs did in the 9-10 centuries.®

Regional connections between Front Asia, Central
Asia and Caucasus are confirmed by linguistic studies
that single out the North Caucasian family of languages:
which includes both dead languages of Front Asia and
Asia Minor, used in the III-I Millenniums B.C. and relic
languages of modern Caucasus and archaic language of
Burushaski in the mountains of Afghanistan and Paki-

stan’ . According to glottochronology, North Caucasian
languages as common sub-family reveal genetic relation

- with Sino-African languages (Berber, Kushit, Enisei, Si-
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no-Tibetian) going back to the West Asia which included
the South Caspian as well.* Original place of habitation
of speakers of East-Caucasian languages —~ Hurrites is
considered to be a territory between present-day Tbilisi
and Caucasian mountains eastwards. Note that in the I1I
millennium B.C. Hurrites started moving southwards.’
Earlier I Millennium B.C. saw contacts between Hur-
rites-Mitannians and Indo-Iranian tribes that invaded
Front Asia,'® which account for Arian elements of Hur-
rites of Matien (in Urmian basin) and Kassites (Kash-
shu), or Kossians who lived near Matiens in the eighth
satrapy of Ahaemenid Empire. There are views on con-
nection between Kassites-Kashshu and Caspians of the
Caspian littoral and Pamirs, as well as Kassites-Kashshu
of the Black sea littoral and Caucasus."!

Succeeding to the traditions of syncretic culture of
ancient Front Asia and trade colonies of Assyrians, Hit-
tites, and Phoenicians were Ahaemenides, then Seleuc-
ids who formed up theirlegions from former Ahaemenid
satrapies which shaped ethno-culturally mixed picture
of this geo-political region. The Seleucid fleet that sailed
to the remotest Caspian areas,'” together with Thracians
and Karians, included Arabs, successors to Phoenician
seafarers, as well as Caspians of Gyrkania, which gave
place-name to the Caspian Sea. Land and sea routes
from Syria and Yemen led to the Central Asia, India and
China and thus disseminated both the Aramaic written
language and Manichaeism and Nestorianism."

Note that the southern route of the eastern trade
crossed Afghanistan, Iran and further the western litto-
ral of the Caspian. The northern route lay via Sogdiana
and steppes of Kazakhstan. Strabo and Pliny also report
on sea trade from Bactria via Ox and Caspian to Alba-
nia; from there via the river Kura to the Pontus Euxinus
(Strabo. Geogr., X1,7,3;11,1,15; Pliny. Nat.Hist,, VI,52).
Land and waterways from Bactria by Ox and the Cas-
pian were successful in maintaining trade relations, as
evidenced by the results of archaeological explorations
in the Uzboy area which oppose settled views on cessa-
tion of flowing along the ancient riverbed of Amu-Darya
(Ox) in the reviewed period. Excavations found facts of
irrigation on Uzboy (Ox) in the 7 century B.C. - 4 cen-
tury A.D,,'"* which, in turn, testified to the established
ties between the Central Asia and Caucasus as far back
as in the Ahemenid period.”> Supplementing reports of
ancient authors on Ox navigation are evidences of the
Chinese chronicle Shitzi that in Ansi (Parthia) along the
bank of the river Guy-Shuy (Amu Darya) “there reside

eral thousands li away”!® Strabo informs about caravan
trade of Upper Aorses who owned a greater part of the
Caspian. They traded on camels delivering Indian and
Babylonian goods obtained from Armenians and Me-
dians (Strabo. XI,5,8). Extrapolating from this informa-
tion, some researchers give their preference to the cara-
van trade from the south of the Caspian Sea along the
western littoral'” or via Ecbatana and Gazaka to Arme-
nia and further to the west via Colchis-Meot way."*- In so
doing, they exclude participation of Caucasian Albania
in the international trade in the ancient period and thus
are seriously criticized by their opponents who consid-
ered the way by the river Kura via Albania and Iberia as
the shortest, comfortable and safe.”” Testifying to the
active operations of this route are Mingechevir settle-
ments and necropolises on the right- and left banks of
Kura where handicrafts, trade and money circulation
were highly developed since the start of Hellenistic pe-
riod.?® It should be noted that the settlements of urban
type along the river Kura were focal points of the inter-
national trade notable for trade transactions with local
and foreign traders. Goods from these focal points were
transported to various regions of Caucasus via mountain
passages and paths, as evidenced by a great quantity of
ancient imported articles uncovered in burial grounds
on the territories of Azerbaijan and Dagestan.”!

An idea of the use of the Colchis-Meot route by Aor-
ses in the caravan way from Front Asia, as Y.A. Manan-
dyan and S.T. Yeremyan held, was turned down by M.S.

Hadjiyev who, first of all, referred to the localization of
Upper Aorses in North and North-Western Caspian
which predetermined for the Caspian route via the Der-
bent passage to Itil where the northern and southern
branches of the Great Silk way merged, and further to
Bosporus.** It would be appropriate to recall that the
caravan road of Aorses proceeded along the western and
eastern littorals of the Caspian. In particular, Istakhri re-
ports: “A distance from Abaskun to the country of Khaz-
ars along the right littoral is 300 farsahs; from Abaskun
to the country of Khazars along the left littoral is 300
farsahs”. In so saying, he adds that “sailing by the Khazar
Sea are traders bound for the country of Khazars, Arran,
Jil, Tabaristan and Jurdan” and concludes that “if sailing
free, one can get from Tabaristan to Bab al-Abvab in a
week. However, the way from Abaskun to the country
of Khazars is longer, since it is angular”® Thus, Istakhri
refers to coastal and free sailing which is consistent both
with Herodotus’ reports who informs about “width of
the sea in its widest place which is eight days of sailing by
rowing boat” (Her. Hist., 1,203), and Strabo’s who noted
that “the width of the Caspian is 5,000 stadiums and a
distance along the coast of Albanians and Caduceans is
4,800 stadiums” and “along the coast of Anariaks, Mards
and Girkans up to the mouth of Ox is 4,800 stadiurs”
(Strabo,X1,6,1). Istakhri’s “Arran, Jil, Tabaristan and Jur-
dan” are consistent with Strabo’s “Albanians, Caduceans,
Mards and Girkans” who described “the well-known to
Greeks a way around the Caspian”. The rightness of these
information is confirmed by Aramaic papyruses (S cen-
tury B.C.) which informed about Caspian shipbuilders
who, beyond doubt, were seafarers, as L. Aliyev put it.**
Touching upon the Bactrian-Caucasian trade in the
Caspian, L. Aliyev points out that “Caspians were to play
a certain role in transit trade carried out by Aorses (Ar-
sians) across the Caspian, as well as in trade transactions
on land-sea way via the Central Asia, Caspian Sea, then
Iberians Kura and Rioni to the Black Sea littoral™. Per-
haps, Caspians who owned, as ancient authors main-
tained, towns of Girkania — Samariana (Strabo. X1, 7,
2), Baruka at Kura’s mouth (Ptol. Geogr,, V;11), Ayni-
ana, Anariaka in Uti (Strabo., X1, 7, 1) were a part of the
Seleucid fleet® in the Caspian Sea and made voyages to
the remote Caspian regions. Sources refer to “western”
and “eastern” Caspians. Herodotus defines Caspians as
X1 satrapy of Ahemenid power in the south-western part,
of the Caspian, as well XV satrapy (Her,, Hist., 92, 935
which is localized in the south-eastern Caspian in the
region of Uzboy.” Researchers associate them with the
town of Kaspapir (Kaspatir) in the region of Gandkhar
near a border with Bactria®®.

gested by Herodotus in XI and XV satrapies.*! Arsi is
also considered to be a popular name of Juechji — Kush-
ans. Dating back to them is a mountainous country of
Komeds where a road from Bactria was connected with
that from Sogdiana. From here, roads went to Indian
ports and the country of Sers (Chinese).** Most prob-
ably, there was connection between “starting point” on
the northern way of Chinese trade — Seriks* and Sirak
alliance of Sarmat tribes in the Eastern Europe. Ptolemy
distinguishes between Sears delivering silk (Sericon)
from China to Parthia and Rome, and true Chinese -
Sins.** To all probability, Siraks** oppressed by Aorses
are close to Girkans-Caspians (Arsians-Ases). Perhaps,
Aorses proper go back to the reverse migration wave
of the mentioned Girkans-Siraks or Arsians.* Strabo
refers to the residence of Siraks and Aorses in pre-Cau-
casian steppes inn the last centuries B.C. (Strabo., X,
I, 2,5,7,8),* which is also in keeping with information
about caravan trade both of Aorses and Caspians.
According to Chinese sources, the country of
Jantsay,"renamed into Alanya”, has another name - Sude-
Sogd.* Sources refer to Sogdians as Hustsy.* It has to be
kept in mind that Sogdians played an important role in
forming trade colonies across the Great Silk Way. A Chi--
nese text of the 5 century reports on merchants from the
country of “Sude” ruled by Huni-Hionites.® Note that
Geg-Turks pursued an aim to seize the Great Silk Way
through conquering Hionites-Avars. O.0. Pritsak notes
that Avars (Ju-Ven), referred to as “eastern barbarians” by
Chinese sources, were reputed to be “leaders of steppe”
and «guards of northern borders”* Under “northern
borders” was meant a starting point of the Chinese trade
via Sogdiana controlled by Hionites whom, as was the
case with Kidarites (Kushans) and Euphalites, Latin and
Syrian sources called hiaona kionaye. i.e. “white Huns”*
Of interest is the fact that under “white Huns” Syrian
sources also meant Caduceans (Kudishaje) residing in
Nisibia.>* Owned alternately either by Byzantines or Per-
sians, Nisibia was located on major crossroads between
Mesopotamia and Syria.** Itis hard to imagine that Ara-
bian Kadusians came from ancient Kutians, though they
assimilated and preserved their initial name. S.Kashkay
notes that after overthrow of Kutians the territory of
Urmian basin had for long, up to the reign of Assyrian
king Assarhaddon, been titled as “Kutian lands” not as
ethnic and state but geographical term. However, sepa-
rate groups of Kutians went on living on this territory.*
It may also be supposed that they Kadusian acted in the
capacity of Persian garrisons in Babylon where Cyrus’
commander Gubaru was appointed first governor-gen-
eral, “deputy of Gutium”, i.e. Media.* Syrian sources in- -

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form about frequent uprisings of Kudishaje-Caduceans
in Nisibia who tried to keep aloof at every opportune
moment. Sources on Ahemenid history refer to revolts of
Caduceans which Ahemenid kings sought to suppress.”
In all probability, the point here is about Caduceans of
Median satrapy in the south-western and south-eastern
Caspian (Gurgan).

Arrian mentions participation of Caduceans as part
of Median army in the battle of Gaugamelles: “Medians
were backed by Caduceans, Albanians and Sakasens”
(Arrian. Anab.I11,8,4). With reference to LM.Dyakonov,
V.VBartold points out that these peoples partook in the
battle of Gaugamelles (331.B.C.) not as subjects of the
Persian king but in the capacity of allies or free lances.*
LM.Dyakonov is prone to identify Caduceans with
Caspians who, jointly with Pavsiks, Pantimats and Dar-
eyans who entered XI satrapy® but at that moment (in
mid-$ century B.C.) Caspians, like Karduches, Tibarens,
Colchis, alienated themselves from Median satrapy.® It
may be supposed that these peoples enjoyed privileges of
the border region, and reputed to be unconquered, broke
away from power.* Describing the battle of Gaugamelles,
Arrian points out that Albanians and Sakasens took their
place in the middle of phalanx, close to Darius (Arrian.
Anab. III, 11, 4; 13, 1). In turn, K.V. Trever combines
Albanians and Sakasens under generic title of Caspians
explaining their position in the formation as being due
to high combat properties and authority of these large
tribal associations residing on the left bank of Kura.®> Of
interest is the description of Shapur IT's entourage before
the battle of Amida: in the left there is king of Hionites
Grumbat; in the right — king of Albanians of equal worth
with the former (Amm.Marc. Hist,XVIIL6). Repre-
senting Hionites at “golden throne” was a hereditary
Marzban in the mountain Sarir (Avar) in the Caucasus,
holder of title “proprietor of throne” (“sahib as-sarir”).©*
Aparshahr located in the eastern border of Iran served
an arena of struggle of Sasanid kings with Hionites and
Kushans (Euthalites).5*

Aparshahr, or Apar (“remote country of Apar”, ac-
cording to Elishe Sebeos) is Gurgan (Gorgo), an al-
leged camp of “anxious Caduceans” (“land of Cadu-
ceans”). Touching upon an agreement between Shapur
(357/358) and Hionites and Gelans, Ammian Marcellin
termsthemasgentium extimarum - “remotest peoples”.®
“Upper satrapy” Aparshahr is none other than territory
of Parthia. I. M. Dyakonov points out that the very name
of Parthia dates back to Median word which means “out-
skirts”, “edge”® In all probability, a military camp of
Hionites/Euthalites (“remotest peoples”) ~ Aparshahr
(Abarshahr) meant “outskirts”, “border area”® Note

(aparna) associated with “mountaineers”, i.e. “apar” -
“above”. Tracing back to tribes parna are, perhaps, Avars
(Apars) in Tien Shan and Euthalites (heptal) presum-
ably originating from Parutas (parutai - mountaineers)
in Hindu Kush (Uparisaina). They are said to have bro-
ken off from Kushans.®® Aparshahr was found in Alba-
nia as well. Hamdullah Kazvini mentioned the town of
Aparshahr not far from the mouth of Kura, which ST.
Yeremyan associates, like the town of Aparhunik, with
a tribe of Aparnes residing within Balasakan-Caspiana
region.”

Aparshahr located not far from the mouth of Kura
may be likened to the town of “Paytakaran in Albania”
where a camp of Persian Marzbans was stationed. De-
scribing developments of the 4 century, the Albanian
historian refers to the Persian protégé Sanatruk who
“swayed Albanians in the town of Paytakaran”™® Arme-
nian historians Moses Khorenskiy and Favst Bused con-
sider Sanatruk pertaining to Arshakides and call him king
of Maskutes or Khons.”* During an uprising in Armenia
in the S century, Persian hazarapet Mihrnarse “arrived
in the town of Paytakaran, organized Albanian-staffed
regiments and sent them to Armenia””* Another head-
quarters of the Persian army was stationed in the passage
Chor where they camped upon return from campaign
against Khons. Following a battle of Khalkhala™ on the
right bank of Kura where they routed, and defeat under
the river Lopnas (Iori), ™ the Persian camp retreated to
the main camp of Shahastan (Paytakaran).”

Views differ regarding the border region of Chor
under “pakhak of Khons” as referred to by Moses Ka-
lankatuiskiy, Elishe, and Lazar Parbskiy. “Pakhak of
Khons” is identified with Derbent and Daryal pas-
sages or Barmak fortress. We localized it in the north-
western part of Albania (Lbinia) bordered by Georgia
where “wall of Lbins” passed. In the 16-18 centuries,
this border area was called Jar (Char), or Tsor’¢ whence
they made raids jointly with mountaineers of Dagestan
to Georgia, Shirvan, southern towns of Azerbaijan.”
At present, there is the passage Tsor (Tsoor kats), also
passing Hunsveri (“passing of Khons”).” A testimony
to our localization of “pakhak of Khons” is information
of a Syrian source (“Life of Peter of Iberia”) on “white
Huns”, former neighbors of Iberians, with the help of
whom certain Farsman, Iberian by origin who escaped
vengeance of Arkadiy (395-408) to reign Iberians.” The
author points out that “white Huns” caused numerous
misfortunes, implying devastating raids of “northern
peoples” — Khons to Syria, Armenia, and Cappadocia
in the 4-5 centuries. Peroz asked money from Byzan-

Iberia”. As for a term “Caspian gates” used by Greek and
Latin authors, there are different views on its compat.
ibility with the Derbent or Daryal passages.®' Regardless
of its localization, there are numerous discrepancies, as
referred to by opponents.

Owing to the developments of 34 A.D.,, Joseph Fla.
vius and Tacitus refer to Iberians and Albanians who
“managed to keep Scythians and Sarmates from inva.
sions through safeguarding passing and erecting for-
tresses”; They dominated on the locality, opened gates
and let Scythians and Sarmates into Parthia and Armenia
by the Caspian road (“Caspia via”).® This information
accounts for campaigns of Canidius and Pompey against
Iberians and Albanians. Strabo reports on Pompey’s
campaign against “Iberians and Albanians residing be-
tween seas from both sides — Caspian and Colchis
(Strabo. X1, 1,6), which demarked a line of trade route
from the Caspian to the Black sea, and the role of Alba-
nians and Iberians in this trade. Sources say that Pompey
pursued king of Pont Mithridates who escaped to Bos-
porus via Colchis. But he did not go to Colchis, since
Iberians in concert with the king of Pont would not let
him in, and preferred to invade via Armenia using “not
very comfortable routes’, for other roads to cross Kura
were protected by Albanians.®® Following the battle with
Albanians on the left bank of Alazani (64 B.C.), Pompey
“camped at the at the foot of Caucasus (“positis sub ipse
Caucaso castris”), then moved toward Girkan Sea by
entering into agreement with other residents of Cauca-
sus to the Caspian Sea”. Three days’ march to the sea he
had to return to Armenia Minor.** As is seen, Pompey .
went from Iberia ta the western littoral of the Caspian,
i.e. major section of Transcaspian route via Albania and
Georgia - Caspia via. When maintaining relations with
the king of Pont and conquering Albanians and Iberians,
Pompey pursued an aim to supervise Caspia via. Of im-
portance is Strabo’s definition of Iberians and Albanians
as “residing between seas from both sides”, i.e. “owners
of the Caspian road” Account has also to be taken of
Plutarch’s report on allies of the Armenian king against
Roman legions of Luculus (69 B. C.), including “Alba-
nians of the Caspian and their neighbors Iberians”*

Thirty years later, Canidius marched against Ibe-
rians and Albanians using the same route as Pompey
did. From Iberia to Albania Canidius made his way us-
ing the mountain passage mentioned by Strabo: “first,
across rocky road, then through marshes formed by the
river Alazani” (Strabo.X1,3,5). Note that the mountain
passage from Iberia to Albania, crossed by Canidius,

um”), mentioned by Tacitus who describes a planned
Nero’s campaign against Albanians in 65 A.D. In turn,
Pliny refers to “in front of Caspians’ gates” (“ad Caspias
portas”). Ptolemy does not mention the Caspian gates
on his map and the list of towns; just refers to the Al-
banian gates in the mountain ridge.*® Trevor points out
that a term “claustra® means “obstacle, bank or border
fortification”® It may be supposed that “claustra Cas-
piarum” meant a fenced trade colony or border area
which, perhaps, included Kakhetia (Sanaria), Tushetia
or Lpinia. In the north-west it sided with the Daryal pas-
sage; in the east — with the Shirvan (Barmak) and Der-
bent ramparts to form a fortification system Chor. This
border area is identical with Machelonia known in the
ancient literature of the 1-2 centuries as “kingdom of
Machelons and Geniochs”*® An inscription of Sasanid
king Shapur I (241-271) countries of Transcaucasia are
listed as follows: Atropatena, Armenia, Iberia, Machelo-
nia and Albania. A Parthian version of this inscription
refers to SYKN® as Machelonia. Note that SYKN may
be identified with Sogdian S’ykn which means “military
camp, castle”™ and thus is identical to other names of
this region — Gundzetia (Hundzakh) from Middle Per-
sian “qund” - “army”; Ereti from Georgian “eri” - “army”
(compare old Persian “ayr” - “husband”; Sumerian “eri”
— “warrior”), etc.

“The History of Shirvan and Derbent” mentions
“gates of Sugd” where Buga crucified a body of Tif-
lis emir Iskhak. V. F. Minorskiy believes that a name
Sugd as “place of sorrow” in Georgian has no relation
to Sogd.”* Tabari singles out two towns on the right and
left banks of Kura — Tiflis in the south-west and Sugd-
abilin the south-east® where a wife of Tiflis emir Iskhak
and daughter of ruler Sarir lived.”® Like at-Tabari Ibn
Hordadbeh, Ibn al-Fakih was aware of the town of Sug-
dabil built by Anushirvan after Bab al-Abvab, gates of
Shakki; gates of Dudania; gates of Durdzukia and that
he brought here the people of Sogd and fortified it.”* In
turn, Tabari alleges that earlier it was Firuz who erected
buildings of rock in the region of Sul near Jurdjan.* By
this he meant fortresses built by Firuz, then Gubad on
“sadd al-Libin"% Under Sul it is usually meant Gurgan in
the south-eastern littoral of the Caspian or the Derbend
passage, but in our case Tabari meant a border area of
Tsor in the north-west of Albania (Lpinia) near Jurdjan
(Georgia)”” which, like Derbend or eastern Gurgan, was
called Sul. As a rule, Sul is associated with a word “ram-
part” but “Suli” is also a Buddhist or Manichean form
of “Sogd”. This Chinese pronunciation conformably to
Sogdians (sugdak-sulik) and trade colonies of Sogdians

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in Turkistan went over to Sanskrit and Tibetan.”® Hence,
it may be presumed that there were Sogdian trade colo-
nies in the north-eastern (Derbend), north-western
(Lpinia), south-eastern (Caspiana-Balasakan, Gelan,
Gurgan) regions® generically titled Sul, Chor and Gur-
gan.'® There is an opinion that Sul from Arab sources
is a loan-translation from Chor in Armenian sources.'!
Perhaps, Sul with meaning «rampart> is calque from
Arabic Sur (Asvar) — «wall», «rampart, like Chor from
Arabic Jar (Jivar) — «wall», «fence». It should be noted
that Babylon and Egyptian texts call northern passages
and fences as Jaru (Chalu, Zalu),'? which may be corre-
lated with names of Derbend ~ Jora (Chola, Sul). Thus,
the name of Sogd possibly meant a trade colony fenced
by long rampart. This is confirmed by the fact that the
Sogdian written language which served a pattern of the
ancient Turkic Runic letter, proved to be a variety of the
Aramaic alphabet,'® which presupposed a wider ideo-
logical borrowing caused by ethnic contacts and migra-
tions.’® All these suggest an idea of Ahaemenid trade
colonies in the Central Asia (Gurgan), as well as in the
Caucasus - in Lpinia, Derbend and Absheron (Gurgan
cape, Gurganshahr),'® which had names of Sul, Chor
and Gurgan. In defining northern borders of the Ahae-
menid Empire, Herodotus maintained that the entire
South Caucasus up to the Major Caucasus was a part of
this Empire (Her.IIL97). '

The reality of trade colonies of Ahaemenides in Alba-
nia finds its parallel in the latest archaeological excava-
tions in the village of Karadjemirly, Shamkir region of
Azerbaijan, which uncovered an Ahaemenid building
with stone bases of pillars identical to those in the pal-
aces of Pasargada, Susa, and Persepolis. The Shamkir ex-
cavations unveil continuity of urban culture till the early
Hellenistic period."* The town of Shamkir, as well as
earlier discovered monuments of Ahaemenid period -
Sarytepe in Qazakh region of Azerbaijan and Humbaty
in Eastern Georgia, like remains of ancient temples and
cloisters in the north-west Azerbaijan, Georgia, moun-
tain Ingushetia,'” built by Sogdians,'®® testify to the ac-
tive operation of the Trans-Caspian trade route via Al
bania and Iberia in the Ahaemenid and antique periods.
Archaeological studies that proved irrigation of Uzboy
in the 7 century B.C. - 4 century A.D.,'® as well as Min-
gechaur settlements dated by the 7 century B. C. - I-i
centuries A. D.,''“ testify to the intensive use of the route
in the reviewed period. Caspia via used to connect vast
areals, which were a part of trading pathways" civiliza-
tion.
