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PREFACE

The study of Mongolian and Russian relations in various historical periods
has become a popular subject among scholars. However there is one topic that has
been given little attention in publications of the past decade — that of the history of
academic cooperation between the two countries. In this connection the publication
of the present volume Mongolian-Russian Academic cooperation: From the
Scientific Committee towards the Academy of Sciences can be seen as the first
attempt at addressing this interesting topic, which is important for the broadening of
mutual contacts between Mongolia and Russia.

This collection of articles is the first and immediate outcome of cooperation
between two academic institutions — the Saint Petersburg branch of the Institute
for the History of Science & Technology named after S.I. Vavilov, the Russian
Academy, and the Institute of History of the Mongolian Academy of Sciences.
While the study of international academic contacts is a traditional aspect of research
for Russian historians of science, this is not so for their colleagues from the
Mongolian Institute of History for whom the history of scholarship is a relatively
new object of study.

The volume includes the articles devoted mainly to the activity of concrete
scholars, both Mongolian and Russian, in the period of 1920s — 1950s, when the
foundations of the Mongolian-Russian academic cooperation were laid, its main
forms shaped and the legal basis for such a cooperation adopted.

The articles included examine the lives and activities of Mongolian academics
and academic administrators, such as O. Zhamian, Ts.J. Zhamtsarano and
L. Dendev. They show their selfless devotion to the cause of development of the
Scientific Committee (the Mongolian Committee of Sciences) in perhaps the
hardest times of Mongolian history in the twentieth century. They also recount
of the accomplishment of one of the most important projects of this period — the
compilation of Russian-Mongolian and Mongolian-Russian dictionaries, which was
crucial factor of communication between the two countries.

Mongolia provided the Russian scientists with a unique opportunity to realize
their research projects and they were happy to come and work in Mongolia
and for Mongolia. This was how Russian scholars, such as S.A. Kondratiev,
E.V. Kozlova, M.l. Tubiansky, A.A. Yunnatov, and S.V. Kisilyov, to whom the
articles in the collection are devoted, perceived their activities in the country.
Each of them made his/her own important contribution to the setting up of the first
Mongolian academic institution, the delineation of the main directions of research,
the training of Mongolia scholars and the development of Mongolian-Russian
academic cooperation. And each of them kept memories of Mongolia in their hearts.
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The study of biographies of the above scholars and of their contributions
to particular academic fields is an efficient method of research into the history of
scholarship in Mongolia. This personal approach to the study of scientific contacts
helps us analyze in detail the bilateral scientific interaction, disclose its peculiarities
and the special character of development within the particular epoch and the
scientific area, as well as the relations between individual scholars and institutions.
This material, we believe, will allow scholars to make an objective macro-
sociological analyses of the history of Mongolian-Russian cooperation.

The activities of the Scientific Committee from 1920s to 1950s determined the
later development of Mongolian scholarship along the academic lines and, using the
experience and assistance of Soviet/ Russian scientists, laid the foundation of the
future Mongolian Academy of Sciences.
