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SUMMARY

The book that is brought to the notice is meant to be the result of the research into
the texts from the Nag Hammadi Library and the other written sources about the
religious movement within Christianity which various but typologically related (yet
far from always being genetically done) images are now generalized as Grosticism.
Having manifested its €tepov evayyéhov (Gal. 1. 6; 2Cor. 11. 4) and successfully
competed with Church Christianity in the 2" and 3" centuries, that movement proved
the strongest ferment for the creation of traditional Christian theology and morality
as well. Here, we are dealing just with a different Gospel of a gnostic kind.

Chapter 1 concerns principal theological and ethic questions having answering
which grostic Christians sometimes disagreed and other times agreed with church
Christians. The Chapter also refers to the following significant issues:

Although the disconnected Gnostics did not create any unified system similar to
the one made by church Christianity, the general sense of various gnostic doctrines
as well as the subjects meant to be common to the Gnostics make it possible to reduce
all these diverse views to a common denominator;

Having flourished since the second third of the 2™ century, gnostic Christianity
should be considered not as a kind of marginal deviation from some standard Chris-
tianity but as one of possible and fair ways to perceive and interpret the basics of the
Christian doctrine at the dawn of its making.

The doctrines of the creators of the first systems of the Christian gnostic idea that
at first occurred spontaneously here and there in the Christian world are far cry from
their many follow-up imitators’ doctrines having come down to us in original (ever
anonymous) texts: all these imitators who drew a great amount of their ideological
schemes from various originally untied doctrines steadily turned a unique theologi-
cal idea of the founding fathers into but a set of loci communes and gnostic cli-
chés.

Chapter 2 covers all principal pieces of evidence of the usage of the word gnostic
in ancient polemic literature; there is also justified the old term Gnosticism that many
contemporary scientists prefer to reject.

Chapter 3 is devoted to the critical analysis of the sources we have at our dis-
posal: there given the church heresiologists’ information about some early gnostic-
related systems at first and then reviewed all now accessible gnostic works.

Chapter 4 presents an annotated translation of one of the most interesting gnos-
tic works, namely “The Apocalypse of Peter”. The Coptic text of the work along
with the analysis of some issues of its history and theology are attached to the
Chapter.
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
