ENGLISH SUMMARY

This study brings into scientific circulation the rich material of little-known
and unpublished monuments, located in private and small collections, presented
in auction catalogs, as well as published in online archives of old archaeological
excavations. Its chapters are united by a cross-cutting commentary, which is based
on a historical-philological analysis of phraseology, titles and anthroponyms men-
tioned on these monuments. As a result, many titles were re-read and re-interpreted,
new methodological positions were formulated for the definition of name models,
phraseology was considered in a broad historical context.

Ancient Egyptian epigraphy is usually understood as textual information on any
object other than papyrus or ostraca. A collection of epigraphic monuments consists
of reliefs, so-called false doors and other types of stelae, seals and sealings, offer-
ing-stones, statues, models of objects and ordinary household items (for example,
mirrors and headrests), a separate group is composed of graffiti and other inscriptions
on rocks outside the Nile Valley. The study of nine epigraphic art objects of the Old
Kingdom reveals different aspects of Egyptian history and culture in the 3rd mil-
lennium BC: political relations with the Levant, details of the life of the aristocracy,
questions of relative chronology according to genealogies, features of the organi-
zation of the cult of kings and queens in the Memphite region and in the province,
aspects of household religion according to anthroponyms, problems of organization
of expeditions and many other local questions, including philological ones.

Chapter 1

Texts from the tomb of j7;j as evidence on the relations
between Egypt and Canaan in the second half
of the third millennium BC

The study is an overview of all known monuments from the tomb of jnj, an Egyp-
tian seafarer of the Old Kingdom. Special attention is devoted the tomb relief, re-
constructed by Michele Marcolin from several fragments scattered among various

museums and private collections. The author updates this reconstruction with the re-
lief published in Charles Ede catalog 1993, No. 4 and with the relief published
in Christie’s catalog December 6, 2007, Lot 7. The latter is attributed to jnj’s tomb
based on indirect evidence. The study concludes with an overview of the major titles
of jnj with a brief commentary.

A study on the toponym Antj-5 “Lebanon” in the Old Kingdom sources is placed
as an application to the chapter. This study is an overview of evidence on the toponym
hntj-§ “Lebanon” and the term jhntj-§ “Lebanese wood” in the Old Kingdom texts:
1-2. The inscriptions of jnj; 3. The inscription in the tomb of d“w at Deir el-Gebra-
wi; 4. The inscription on the stela of p3j from Naga ed-Deir; 5. A list of cultic items
from the archive of the mortuary temple of king Neferefra (mid-5% to 6% Dynasties);
6. The Palermo fragment of the Annals from the reign of Shepseskaf. The proposed
translation of the toponym /ntj-§: “(terrain) in front of the lake”, where “lake” should
be understood as “terrace” or “pool” in a geological sense. The toponym Antj-§ is con-
sidered as a reinterpretation of the term Azjw with the meaning “terrace” designating
Lebanon from the most ancient times of Egyptian history.

Chapter 2

Architrave of an Egyptian dignitary from Busiris (Kom el-Akhdar)
at the end of the Old Kingdom

The aim of the study is a new fragment of the architrave from Kom el-Akhdar
dating from the late Sixth to the Eighth Dynasty, the right part of which was pub-
lished by H.G. Fischer in 1976. The left part of the architrave ended up in the Rupert
Wace gallery. The owner of the architrave was a high-ranking official named nj-nd-
m=j-hnmw. The monument is of great interest as a source for the history of the Old
Kingdom administration in the Delta and the relationship between the Egyptians and
the neighboring Semitic tribes. The left part of the architrave contains the ending
of the main inscription, as well as images of the deceased sitting on a chair, his son
walking to him offering birds in his hands, his second wife (or daughter) standing
behind him, and a dwarf under the chair. The first part of the study contains a tran-
scription and translation of all the inscriptions, as well as a grammatical commentary
on the conversation of butchers in the scene of slaughtering an ox. The second part
of'the study mainly contains a commentary on anthroponyms and notes on some titles.
Special attention is paid to the grammatical structure of names with nisba »j as predi-
cate: nj-ndm=j-hnmw and nj-sw-hw=j. The second part of the study contains mainly
a commentary on anthroponyms and notes on some titles. The names of the two
sons of the deceased, sd-rttnw «Breaker (of the inhabitants) of the Land r#tnw” and
Sm “Canaanite”, are of great interest as evidence for the early relations between
Egypt and the neighboring Semitic tribes. Some considerations have been made about
the titles jmj-r3 gs-pr «overseer of the side of the house» and jmj-r3 jhw m gswj-pr
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«overseer of cattle on both sides of the house». These data indicate that the Delta
played the role of a frontier territory through which Egypt conducted trade with
Canaan, as well as carried on campaigns against the tribes of the Southern Levant.

Chapter 3

Monuments of the descendants of vizier jww I in Abydos
at the beginning of the First Intermediate Period

A study of the stela that was sold at the auction in Monte Carlo in 2019. It is ded-
icated to st-jb=j and his mother h3t-k3w=j, who were the members of a noble fam-
ily from Abydos (8th Upper Egyptian nome). The nobleman st-jb=j is also known
from stelae Baltimore 22.424 and Louvre C 293. The people mentioned on false
doors Brooklyn 86.226.29 and Cairo CG 1576 are identified as older representatives
of the same aristocratic family descended from vizier jww I, who served under king
ppj 1. All these stelae date to the period from the second half of the reign of ppj I1
to the early 9" Dynasty. The aim of the second part of the study is to reconstruct a line
of seven generations of the Abydene nobility whose ancestor was jww 1, a vizier under
King ppj I mrj-r€. The senior members of this family were related to Queen “nh-n=s-
ppj 11, the mother of King nfr-k3-r I1. Finally, the identification of the queens with
the name “nh-n=s-ppj in various sources is discussed.

Chapter 4

Non-standard spelling of the title /inzj-§
on the Egyptian private monuments of the Old Kingdom

A study of the paleographical features of the title Antj-$ on the Old Kingdom
private monuments. All known cases of graphic distortion, omission and transposition
of signs in the title are investigated. Following analysis of the relevant materials,
a preliminary conclusion is drawn that the spelling irregularities occurred as the re-
sult of a sculptor’s erroneous reading of the hieratic text compiled by the employer.
Finally, the inscriptional evidence on three persons has been reviewed: wnwj/wnj
(Giza tomb G 2465), pth-5pss (offering stone Hermitage 18106), and grf (Giza tomb
G 2011).

Chapter §

On the fate of two Old Kingdom reliefs from the excavations
of Selim Hassan at Saqqara

The study contains a commentary on the titles and anthroponyms on two Old
Kingdom reliefs from the excavations of Selim Hassan at Saqqara: 1. A relief in
the Taiyo collection (Tokyo) from the tomb of ¢fw. This monument preserves images
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of two offering-bearers, a horizontal legend, as well as the title and name of one
of the persons: “chief of blacksmiths-coppers “n/-wd3, whose young name is msn;”.
2. A fragment of an architrave exhibited at French auctions, from the tomb of tmzw
depicting a noble couple, their son and daughter. The name of the owner fmzw, part
of the title and the name of his son sndm-jb=j, as well as the legend for the figure
of his daughter mrjt-jt=s sitting by the armchair, are preserved here. Both monuments
were not attributed after their disappearance from the tombs in which they were
originally located. In connection with the looting of the monuments from Hassan’s
excavations at Saqqara, the identification of epigraphic material always seems to be
an urgent matter.

Chapter 6

Monuments of the jj-nfr’s family from Saqqara and their fate

The study contains a commentary on the texts on two monuments of the jj-nfi’s
family, discovered during the excavations of Ahmed Moussa in 1968—-1970 and de-
posited in the Saqqara Magazine under Reg. No.16268 (stela) and Reg. No. 16299
(lintel). Special attention is paid to the epitaph on the lintel Saqqara Magazine
Reg. No. 16299, the title k3tj pth «worker of Ptah», which was held by the owner’s
son, named r%htp, as well as images of the women with a floral diadem on their
head. It has been established that most part of the stela Reg. No. 16268 was put up for
auction in March 1994 at the Drouot-Richelieu auction in Paris, where it apparently
came into possession through illegal means.

Chapter 7

The offering basin of jww-nmtj from tomb G 1111 at Giza
and features of the organization of expeditionary forces
during the Old Kingdom

Until recently the provenance of the offering basin known through the tran-
scription in Urk. I, 165 remained uncertain. On the basis of a photograph from
the George Andrew Reisner’s archive in the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston (Photo
ID number: C10393_0S), it is possible to attribute to the tomb G 1111 (Giza West
Field). The present publication of the texts on the offering basin contains a number
of corrections to the previous transcription by Kurt Sethe, as well as a commentary
on the names and titles of the deceased and his son. Their names and titles show that
both served as commanders of prospectors. A prosopography of all persons named
Jww-nmtj in the sources of the Old and Middle Kingdom, as well as of the holders
of the position shd srjw “inspector of prospectors” in the Old Kingdom, is compiled.
In conclusion, it is suggested that the owner of the offering basin from the tomb
G 1111 is identical to jww-nmtj mentioned in the inscription Sinai 13, which dates
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to the reign of dd-k3-r€ jzzj. This is currently the earliest date for a tomb in Cemetery
G 1100 in Giza established through indirect synchronism.

Chapter 8

Reconstruction of the architrave of the dignitary mrrw
(Yamanaka Catalogue + Hermitage 2953)

The study contains the publication of a fragment of an architrave from the Ya-
manaka catalogue (Osaka) of 1924. According to a number of criteria, it is attributed
to the right part of the architrave of mrrw from the State Hermitage collection. Judg-
ing by the inscription, the architrave could come from Zawiyet el-Mayetin, although
the location of the tomb of mrrw at Saqqara is just as great. All the titles of mrrw
are found both on the monuments of the Memphite region and in the province; they
characterize his status as an official above the average rank. On the Yamanaka frag-
ment, one official title has been preserved: z§ “-nswt pr-3 “Palace scribe of the royal
chancellery”. The current location of the Yamanaka fragment is unknown.

Appendix. Chapter 9
The mysterious fate of the Egyptian stela Rio de Janeiro 658 [2446]

The study describes the attribution of a stela from the 20th dynasty, auctioned
at Paris Fontainebleau in 2014. The owner of the stele held the name wsj and was
serving as “listener to the call of the (department) of the treasury.” Thanks to this
evidence, it is established that the stele was originally in the collection of the National
Museum in Brazil, Rio de Janeiro. Since the museum burned down in a fire in 2018,
tracing the fate of the stela from the museum to the auction through the private col-
lection of the Gantner Museum is already problematic in our time.
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
