MENTIONS OF FUGITIVE SLAVES IN NEO-BABYLONIAN
DOCUMENTS

This article collects and investigates mentions of fugitive slaves in Ba-
bylonian documents from the VI—IV centuries B. C. The escape of sla-
ves in later Babylonia was a rather common occurence. Some slaves even
managed to keep hidden from their owners for years. Sometimes slaves
staged a mass escape. On large slave holding enterprises periodic checks
of the slaves were made, and the names of fugitive slaves, and their
number, were carefully noted, obviously in an attempt of recover them.
Sometimes free men helped other peoples slaves to escape or hide them,
obviously planning to use their labor.

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In Babylonia of the VI—IV centuries B. C. there were numerous sla-
ves who were prisoners of war from different lands —from Egypt to Ba-
ctria. These slaves, apparently, tried to return to their native lands.

Slaves who had made an escape were then put into chains and forced
to work in special prisons. The slaves objected to the poor living con-
ditions and the irregular distribution of food, or sometimes actively resi-
sted their oppressors, defending themselves with weapons, and even kil-
ling their overseers. But in the main slaves were limited to running away
from their owners and becoming free men, or running away to another
owner, hoping to find better living conditions. But the institution of sla-
very itself, apparently, was considered by the slaves to be a normal one.
There were no organized mass uprisings of slaves in Babylonia of the
VI—IV centuries B. C. This can easily be explained by the fact that
there were, in Babylonia, no large workshops based on slave labor. It is
true that temples and trade houses owned hundreds of slaves. But even in
these large slave owning establishments the slaves were working almost
always in small groups in gifferent places or alone.
