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Abstract: The Brhadaranyaka Upanisad (BAU) is usually associated with Vedanta philosophy, yet
it also seems plausible to consider it a source for the history of early Samkhya philosophy. Of particu-
lar interest is the dialogue between Yajfiavalkya and his wife Maitreyl (BAU 2.4/4.5). This passage
enumerates concepts that correspond to sixteen of the twenty-five fattvas of classical Samkhya. Nota-
bly, Yajiiavalkya refers to the “great essence” (mahat bhiita), which later tradition identifies with
Atman. A comparative analysis of different versions of Yajiiavalkya’s teaching in BAU 2.4/4.5 sug-
gests that the “great essence” may represent a distinct concept analogous to the Samkhya’s tattva of
buddhi. This interpretation finds support in epic Samkhya traditions, where buddhi is described as
universal and non-individual. Significantly, the Moksadharma (12.224.31) explicitly designates this
evolute of Prakrti as the “great essence” (mahat bhiita).
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
