FROM THE EDITOR

The central theme of the fourth issue, as it was announced earlier, is Shi‘l
Isma‘1li philosophy and, wider, Shi‘T Isma‘ili intellectual tradition. We are very
happy that, in reply to our invitation, many first-class experts on Isma‘ili thought
have kindly contributed their articles, owing to which this first and principal sec-
tion of the yearbook is particularly large, occupying more than two thirds of the
volume. Along with research articles, it includes an annotated translation (into
Russian) of the introduction to Nasir-i Khusraw’s Rawshanad 'i-namah and a re-
vised version of the translation of selected chapters from Hamid al-Din al-
Kirmani’s Rahat al-‘Agl. We have split this section into nine subsections, each
of which deals with a particular thinker or group.

As always, due to the very title of the yearbook and the good omen it con-
tains there is a separate section (the second one) devoted to Shaykh al-Ishraq
Shihab al-Din al-Suhrawardi and his school.

It is followed by a section on the comparative study of Islamic and Western
philosophical thought, which includes the contributions of Iranian and Western
scholars.

The fourth section is devoted to the studies in Islamic Mysticism and Sufism.
In includes articles on some less known Sufi authors, such as Abi ’1-Ma‘ali
al-JIl1 (Shayzala) and Shams al-Din al-Daylami. We also continue to publish
fragments from the new Russian translation of Mahmud Shabistar’s Gulshan-i
Raz.

The issue concludes with the fifth section devoted to the philosophy of Is-

lamic art.

The main themes of the fifth issue will be the Islamic philosophy of the four-
teenth — seventeenth centuries CE, with a focus on the so-called School of Shi-
raz, and Shi‘T ‘irfan of the relevant period. In turn, the sixth issue will be dedi-
cated to Sadr al-Din al-Shirazi (Mulla Sadra) and his school.

The Beginnings of Ismailism

Talking about the beginnings of Ismailism, Iranian and foreign scholars, as a
rule, limit themselves to a statement that the founder of Ismailism was Ja‘far b.
Sadiq’s eldest son Isma‘il, whose descendants continued to expand and develop
the military-political movement founded by their ancestor.

Most of the surviving Isma‘ili documents pertain to the Fatimid or post-
Fatimid era. The early period between Isma‘il b. Ja‘far and ‘Ubayd Allah al-
Mahdi still remains, by and large, terra incognita.

A careful examination of Ja‘far al-Sadiq’s secret political enterprises leads
one to a conclusion that the Ismailis, unlike certain other sects, never ceased to
follow the People of the Prophet’s House. On the contrary, the creation of Ismaili
movement was secretly supported and endorsed by Ja‘far al-Sadiq. This move-
ment continued to enjoy the support of the Imams until the death of Hasan al-
‘Askari and was, in fact, headed by them. Their ostensible seclusion and with-
drawal from the political scene was a manoeuvre intended to avert the Abbasids’
attention while the conspirational Shi‘i network was spreading to the remotest
provinces of the caliphate.

Ja‘far al-Sadiq divided the functions of the Imam between his sons, appoint-
ing Musa al-Kazim as his formal successor and entrusting Isma‘il to lead the
political and military resistance to the Abbasid rule. This resistance led, among
other things, to the emergence of the Qarmati movement.

To sum up, the Ismailis cannot be treated as a separate Shiite sect, different
from that of the Imamis. Quite the contrary, it was an instrument created by the
Imams in order to spread the resistance and, simultaneously, to secure their per-
sonal safety.

The Ikhwan al-Safia’:
Between al-KindI and al-Farabi

An abridged Russian translation of the article, the original English version
of which was published in O. Ali-de-Unzaga (ed.), Fortresses of the Intellect:
Ismaili and Other Islamic Studies in Honour of Farhad Daftary, London:
I. B. Tauris, 2011, pp. 189-212.

The author argues that the entire Rasa’il Ikhwan al-Safa’ were written in the
period between al-Kindi (185/801-252/866) and al-Farabi (d. 339/950), not after
the latter, as it was commonly believed during the twentieth century. To support
his point, he examines the way in which the /khwanr treat a wide range of theo-
logical, philosophical and scientific issues, demonstrating that, in all cases with-
out exception, their approach is characteristic of the pre-Farabi era, that is, the
end of the 3'/9" (not of the 4"/10™) century. Thus, the Brethren hold that God
knows things before creating them; they believe the Qur’an to have been inno-
vated (mubdi ‘) and not created by using some intermediary. They do not use any
typically Ash‘arite terms. Their philosophical vocabulary is that of al-Kindi, not
that of al-Farabi. As for the similarity of their political theory (the teaching about
the virtuous city) with that of al-Farabi, the author explains this by the use of a
common written source—most likely, Plato’s Republic and al-Hunayn b. Ishaq’s
(d. 260/873) commentary on it.

He dismisses the testimony of al-Tawhidi, who ascribed the authorship of the
Rasa’il to a group of his contemporaries living in the tenth-century Basra, argu-
ing that the latter’s true purpose was to slander Zayd b. Rifa‘a, a courtier of the
Buyid vizier Abu ‘Abdallah Ibn Sa‘dan. The purpose of the authors of the
Rasa’il was to prepare the ground for an anti-Abbasid revolt, Hamdani argues,
and this is exactly for this reason that they did not disclose their names.

The Types of State According
to the “Brethren of Purity”

In a nutshell, the Brethren divide states into virtuous and vicious. The differ-
ence between them results from the difference between the character traits of
their founders, which traits also account for the appearance of the particular type
of state.

The state of the virtuous rests on excellence and unanimity of opinion, as
well as the unity of religion and religious law. Hence, it embodies the perfect
policy, which consists in the kind of governance that aims at satisfying both
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physical and spiritual needs of the citizens. In this regard, the Brethren discuss
the issue of social agreement, which later was to become the comerstone of Ibn
Khaldun’s sociology.

The state of the evil is concerned only with satisfying the material needs of
its citizens. Its governors lack wisdom but are skilful and dexterous in managing
the daily transactions. Taken as such, the state is neither good nor evil. Rather, it
is the reflection of the reality of human being, its character traits and predisposi-
tions.

The Brethren also investigate the evolution and transformation of different
states in the course of history. They believe each state to be a living organism,
which is born, undergoes different stages of development and eventually per-
ishes.

In Islamic civilization, the good and evil states assume the form of caliphate
and kingdom (mulk), respectively. The Brethren discuss the characteristics of
each of these kinds of governance and the traits the ruler must possess in each
case.

A Comparative Analysis of the Teachings
on Micro- and Macrocosm in the Thought
of Ikhwdn al-Safd’ and Nikolay Berdyayev

The article is an attempt at comparative analysis of the Jkhwan al-Safd’ and
Nikolay Berdyayev’s teachings on Micro- and Macrocosm. The former repre-
sents one of the schools of Islamic philosophy that flourished in the tenth century
CE. The latter, Nikolay Berdyayev (1874-1948), was Russian religious and po-
litical philosopher, a representative of Russian existentialism.

In spite of their belonging to different times and cultures, both appear to have
very similar views on micro- and macrocosm, and, moreover, to follow a similar
methodology. For instance, Berdyayev believes that man as micro- and the cos-
mos as macrocosm are identical with each other. The material world, in the opin-
ion of both, is a temporary abode for man where he perfects himself through
knowledge in order to return to his source and beginning (according to the
Ikhwan), or to God, through knowing Christ and through creative work (accord-
ing to Berdyayev). The world and man are perfect in regard to other creatures,
but imperfect in regard to God.

Abu Hatim al-Razi and His A4 ‘lam al-Nubuwwa

This is an abridged version of the author’s introduction to al-Razi’s 4 ‘lam q/.
Nubuwwa, the critical edition of which he, together with S. al-Sawi, published in
1977, later revising it for the second edition (2002).

Aawani praises the A laGm al-Nubuwwa as an outstanding monument of [s-
lamic thought of late third—early fourth century A.H. and probably the first Is-
maili apology of Islam. He also discusses its impact on later Ismaili thinkers, in
particular Nasir-i Khusraw and Hamid al-Din Kirmani.

The rest of the article represents a synopsis of al-Razi’s work, with an em-
phasis on philosophical issues.

Khayolbek Dodikhudoev
The Polemic between the Two Razis

The article, which for the most part consists of translated or paraphrased pas-
sages from Abu Hatim al-Razi’s (d. 934) 4 ‘lam al-nubuwwa, provides a detailed
account of the Ismaili di T's polemic against his contemporary and compatriot,
the famous physician and philosopher Abu Bakr Muhammad b. Zakariyya al-
Razi (d. between 925 and 935 CE).

As is well known, Abu Bakr al-Razi believed that man does not need any re-
ligion whatsoever. In his discourse, Abu Hatim demonstrates why this opinion is
wrong, adducing a good number of elaborate proofs.

In a similar manner, he refutes Abu Bakr’s assertions that humankind has no
need of prophets and imams. This leads to a more general discussion concerning
man’s ability to reach the truth on his own, without a guide and teacher. It ap-
pears that Abu Bakr believes in the unlimited possibilities and capacities of an
individual human being, while Abu Hatim is at least sceptical about this.

The subsequent discussion of the five eternal substances (the Creator, the
soul, the prime matter, motion, time and space) shows that Abu Bakr is probably
more dexterous in philosophical and scientific issues, while Abu Hatim appears
to be more adroit when dealing with theological problems.

A Philosophical Analysis
of Sijistani’s Kashf al-Mahjib

The article begins with a brief account of the role of Ismailism in Iranian his-
tory. In particular, the author holds that the heroic defence of Alamut changed
the course of the entire history of Iran.

The original Arabic version of Kashf al-Mahjiib, as far as we know, has not
survived. The sole manuscript of its Persian translation (or, perhaps, rather a
paraphrase) of the book was discovered in the private library of Sayyed Nasral-
lah Tagwi. The translation, which, in all likelihood, was made about a century
after Sijistani’s death, was first described by Paul Kraus and later published and
translated into French by Henry Corbin.

The book consists of seven chapters, discussing God’s unity and the six crea-
tions (the Intellect, the Soul, Nature, the species, prophecy).

Sijistani treats God’s unity as His absolute transcendence (fanzih). God tran-
scends existence but, simultaneously, He is its creator. God’s command (amr) is
identical with the First Creation, or the Intellect. Sijistani’s views on the hereaf-
ter, as presented in the Kashf al-Mahjib, are quite orthodox and do not provide
any evidence of his belief in metempsychosis, contrary to what Nasir-i Khusraw
argued.

The Main Features
of the Philosophic Teachings
of Hamid al-Din al-Kirmani

The article deals with the philosophical teachings of Hamid al-Din al-
Kirmani, in particular focusing on such issues as human perfection, God’s
attributes, creation (ibda ), theory of knowledge and ethics.

Perfection is treated by al-Kirmani as a harmony between worship by knowl-
edge (‘ibdada bi I-‘ilm) and worship by action (‘ibada bi I-‘amal). This should
eventually lead to the soul’s conjunction with the First Intellect.

God is neither a thing (ays) nor a no-thing (lays). If He were a thing, we
would have to treat Him as a subject, possessing some predicate. But if we
predicated something of God, it would lead to admitting that something precedes
Him, which is absurd. Hence, no attribute can be predicated of God—not even
that of existence. He can only be known in the aspect of His being a creator
(mubdi ).
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Like most Muslim thinkers, al-Kirmani recognizes two types of knowledge —
immediate and discursive—which, to him, relate to each other as universa] to
particular.

His ethics is based on the aspiration to pure good and absolute moral perfec-
tion.

Nasir-i Khusraw’s Treatise
Zad al-Musafirin

The article examines Nasir-i Khusraw’s Zad al-Musafirin (which was trans-
lated by the author, a well-known Tajik scholar, into Russian a few years ago).
The author believes Nasir’s theory of knowledge must be treated as the
propaedeutic to his doctrines and discusses its similarities with and differences
from the Peripatetic gnoseology.

He then deals with Nasir’s ontology, discussing the characteristics of material
and spiritual existence, paying special attention to the proofs the philosopher
adduces in favour of the createdness of time, place, motion and the material
world in general. Turning to the spiritual existents, the author points to Nasir
Khusraw’s belief in the atemporality of the Universal Intellect, due to its being
an innovated affair (mubda°).

The article ends with a discussion of the status of man. The author concludes
that, according to Nasir, the latter is congenial with the Universal Soul, because
both possess a creative power of the same kind. ]

The author concludes that Nasir’s doctrine should be best described as a var-
ety of Shi‘T Ismaili kalam, possessing a number of methodological characteristics
which appear to be similar to those of the teaching of al-Ghazali. \

A Fragment

An annotated translation by N. I. Prigarina and M. A. Shakarbekova of the
introduction and first chapter of Nasir-i Khusraw’s Rawshana i-nama (“The
Book of Enlightenment”).

Three Philosophical Problems:
From Nasir al-Din Tusi to Mulla Sadra

The article deals with three philosophical questions, posed by Nasir al-Din
Tusi to his older contemporary Shams al-Din Khusrawshahi (652/1254), a
scholar, philosopher and physician (who, as far as we know, never provided an-
swers to them). The questions are as follows:

1) Every motion must have a certain velocity. Hence, velocity is present in
every particular motion. However, velocity can exist only through time,
wherefore time is an indispensable part of every motion. If this is the case,
how can motion be the cause of time? In other words, if time is the precondi-
tion of motion, how can that motion, in turn, be the precondition of time?

2) The philosophers hold that, unless something possesses the ability to exist
or not to exist, it can neither come into existence, nor become non-existent.
Hence, everything that comes to exist or ceases to exist, is preceded by that
ability/possibility (imkarn). Why then, it is asked, the philosophers make an
exemption to this universal principle when they deal with the human soul,
concerning which their teachings are notoriously confusing?

3) The philosophers believe manyness to originate in the First Emanation,
due to its possession of the aspects of necessity and contingency, and its
awareness of the self and its principle. Tusi discusses four approaches to the
issue but dismisses all of them as confusing and asks Khusrawshahi for his
opinion in this regard.

Dinani then discusses Mulla Sadra’s answers to these questions, by and large
approving them.

Some Aspects of Nasir al-Din Tusi’s
Life and Work

The article provides a general outline of Nasir al-Din Tusi’s life and work.
The author believes Tusi’s interest in Ismailism was due to the influence of hisg
paternal uncle, who was a student of Shahrastani. Probably following his advice,
he went to Qubhistan, where he was commissioned by the local Ismaili ruler to
translate Miskawayh’s Tahdhib al-Akhlaq into Persian. At some point of his stay
in Quhistan he formally converted to Ismailism, and later moved to Alamut,
where he could use the rich Ismaili library in his studies. It is believed that Tusi
wrote about a hundred works in different fields.

In his philosophical treatises Tusi, by and large, followed Ibn Sina, elaborat-
ing certain issues and developing a number of Avicennan ideas in his commen-
taries on the latter’s works. The Peripatetic vein is particularly strong in Tusi’s
ontology, which the article discusses in some detail. A brief summary of Tusi’s
epistemology and moral philosophy is also provided.

Prophet Muhammad in the Siafi Tradition
as the Perfect Manifestation
of the Mystical Love of God

The article examines a unique manuscript of Lawami anwar al-qulib fi jam’
asrdr al-muhibb wa-"l-mahbib (“The flashes of the hearts’ lights in the collec-
tion of mysteries of the Lover and the Beloved)}—a book written by Abi ’I-
Ma‘ali “‘Azizi b. ‘Abd al-Malik b. Mangir al-Jili (al-Gilani), known as Shaydhala
(d. 494/1100), a Siifi and ascetic (zahid), a Shafi‘i fagih (a follower of the school
of Abii Ishaq al-Shirazi).

All ten chapters of his book Shaydhala devotes to a multifaceted description
of mystical love of God (mahabba)—one of the most important stations on the
Safi Path. The book discusses such issues as spiritual states (ahwal) and waysta-
tions (manazil) of mystical love, the etymology of the term mahabba, meaning's,
names and attributes of mystical love, its reality, etc. Of primary importance 1S
the discussion of the correlation of statuses of Ibrahim (Abraham) and
Muhammad, who appear in the Sifi literature as “the friend of God” (khalil Al-
lah, or al-khalil) and “the beloved of God” (habib Allah, or al-habib) respec-
tively. Sfi theoreticians traced these epithets to khulla (“friendship”) and
mahabba (“love”). Both terms found their way into the technical language of the
Sifi tradition in their definite forms al-khulla and al-mahabba as the names of
mystical stations, the latter being more elevated than the former.

Gulshan-i Raz:
The Rose Garden of Mystery

An annotated translation of verses 164-285 of Mahmud Shabistari’s Gulshan-
i raz by Andrey Lukashev. (The translation of verses 1-163 was published ear-
lier in the second issue of the yearbook.)

Fakhr-i Razi’s Philosophy of Music

The article deals with Fakhr-i Razi’s Philosophy of Music as it is presented in
his treatise on ‘ilm al-miisigi. Razi seems to hold that every tone in its entirety
must be treated as a part of sound. A melody manifests the harmony that is hid-
den in the spectrum of the sound.

The author discusses in detail Razi’s views on the nature of sound. The real-
ity of sound lies in the correspondence of its inner proportions to the relations
between the tones. Hence, the hidden (proportions) can be calculated on the basis
of our knowledge of the manifest (relations between the tones). According to
Shamilli, RazI treats tone as event and interval as action.

The article is supplemented with the Russian translation of Razi’s treatise.
